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“A man can dream can’t he?”

How often have we heard that
phrase in the past few years, and
how much have we Texans dream-
ed about the advancement of the
South and Texas and West Texas
in recent years? '

No doubt West Texas and es-
pecially Schleicher County can
enter into the manufacturing
trade in a large way if proper op-
portunities present themselves.

For instance, this scribe has
dreamed that perhaps in time to
come Eldorado could become the
hub of a great woolen goods weav-
ing and manufacturing -center.
There is no doubt but that it is
very easily accessible to the raw
products that are second to none in
quality. In fact, there is not a
citizen in the area who is not defi-
nitely conscious of the fact that
we have such an enterprise oper-
ating on a limited scale now, prov-
ing “that it can be done.”

“What would be the result if
this present business expanded to

twenty times its present size as!

custom weavers, and if some en-
terprising concern could visualize
and perfect a piece goods and gar-
ments manufacturing plant to
manufacture clothings of various
kinds ? '

Dreams could not, themselves,
cause such an enterprise to ma-
terialize, but if enough of us dream,
and enough of us start talking and
planning such a program, no doubt
we would discover that perhaps it
could become a realization.

There is not a rancher, farmer,
businessman, public official or a
professional man that would not
reap a good return in a financial
way from such a development,
How many persons would this af-
ford employment and who would
buy produce, groceries, clothing,

Zay taxes to our city, county and

hools, purchase every kind of
appliances, automobiles, gasoline
and a thousand and one other
things. that would go to make El-
dorado one of the best county seat
towns in West Texas.

Neither have we been totally
discouraged by scientific research
that there is not an abundance of
oil and gas in the county and
should it be developed are we, as
a community, prepared to make
the best of the situation. Are we
well enough organized to extend
and help any concern get a suita-
ble location for an enterprising
firm ? i

For years the South has fought
and cried out against the discrim-
ination in freight rates which has
made it almost impossible for
them to compete with the North
and East in manufacture. Now
if the ICC decision is what reports
claim, without jokers, no doubt it
will unshackle and give tremen-
dous new stimulus to  Texas’ in-
dustrial development.

To Go First Class
On July First

Postmaster E. W. Brooks an-
nounced this week that on July 1
the local post office will be in ef-
fect as a first class office follow-
ing its recent designation.

Most noticeable change possibly
in the new advance will be that
patrons will find that first and
second class offices are prohibited
by law from opening on Sundays
and holidays for delivery of mail
or for the sale of stamps.

Postmaster Brooks advises us
that in compliance with this law.
the local post office will not be
opened on Sundays or holidays
after July 1, and urges that pa-
trons who intend to mail letters
on Sunday purchase stamps. dur-
ing the week days in order not to
be inconvenienced by this change
in service.

New Road Program

County Judge, C. L. Meador, Jr.,
is in receipt of a letter from the
State Highway Department au-
thorizing approval of the final
stretch of highway from Eldorado
to the connecting link of newly
designated highway to Menard.

The previous authorization call-
ed for 5.5 miles of road from Me-
nard toward Ft. McKavett. The
new authorization will continue
from that point on another 65
mile distance, bringing it within
one mile of Fort McKavett,

Supplying of a right-of-way by
the Schleicher County Commis-
sioners’ Court will bring the pro-
posed highway from the county
line a distance of 19.3 miles to a
point 10 miles east of town and a
previous authorization and approval
of 10 miles will bring the stretch
of new road into Eldorado.

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Suggested Facts on
Cotton Planting
Program For State

Austin, Texas, May 29.—‘At this
time of the year prospects for the

“oncoming crop and'cotton price are

important factors determining
business plans for the fall and
winter,” points out Dr. A. B. Cox,
University professor of Cotton
Marketing.

To be weighed in planning cur-
rent and future planting programs,
Dr. Cox suggests the following
facts: \

1., The AAA goal for Texas is
7,200,000 acres. Last year it was
7,885,735 acres, but farmers plant-
ed only an estimated 7,354,000
acres, and actually harvested only
7,135,000 acres. Acreage in Texas
has been consistently below the
AAA goal.

2. Last year’s production yield-
ed an average of 177 pounds of
lint per acre, or 2,646,000 five hun-
dred-pound gross weight bales,
which was about the average per
acre yield for the past five years.

3. The controlling factors in
outlook for the new crop are (1)
weather, and (2) labor. Increased
acreage is in prospects in areas
where machines are being substi-
tuted for labor in a big way—the
High Plains, part of the Rolling
Plains and the Rio Grande area.
Reduced acreage amy be expected
in other areas—especially East
Texas, North - Central Texas, and
Central Texas—where excessive
rains have fallen and labor short-
age exist.

““There are a few counties in
these areas,” Dr Cox said, ‘“which
may overcome these handicaps by
the use of prison labor.” !

4. Bolstered by government
non-recourse loans of 92 1-2 per
cent of parity, cotton is expected
to have a prospective loan value
of 21.25 cents for middling 15/16
inch staple.

for cotton except in terms of buy-
ing power,” Dr. Cox emphusized,
but the present law guaranteeing
the 92 1-2 per=cent parity loan
value is to continue in effect for

program to buy farmers’ cotton at
parity through the CCC.

A problem that is bothering
many of the butchers and small
meat packers in Texas now is the
quota limitation that OPA has
placed on the slaughter of cattle.

This works a hard-
ship not only on the local butcher
and their customers but also on the
farmers who ordinarily enjoy a
steady local market for a few cat-
tle. !

This is not a matter of conserv-
ing meat because there are more
cattle on the hoof now than ever
before. The program might work
in New York but it obstructs rath-
er than aids the solution of the
meat problem in our part of the
country. OPA

There are a number of improve-
ments that can be made in our
immigration
laws. To begin with, there is need
for more restrictive laws, especial-
ly during the next decade, to pre-
vent the Nazi and Facist element
and other undesirables, from fil-
tering into our country under im-
migration quotas. Moreover, there
will be a recurring unemployment
problem. There will be millions of
war veterans seeking employment,
and that consideration alone calls
for stricter immigration quotas.
An unemployment problem cannot
be solved by importing more unem-
ployed people. I have a bill pend-
ing that would, for a period of 10
years, cut those quotas by 75 per
cent. I

We now operate under a quota
limitation system for all countries
except those of the Western Hem-
isphere. For example, Germany
has an annual quota of 27,370;
Great Britain, 65,721; Italy, 5,805;
France, 3,086; etc. The total from
all quota countries that may now
be admitted each year is 153,879.

Another problem being consid-
ered before the House Immigration
Committee has to do with mar-
riages abroad by members of our
armed forces. In 1922 a law was
passed, providing that foreigners
who married Americans did not
become citizens because of mar-
riage, but had to come in as any
other alien and seek naturaliza-
tion. That didn’'t set well with the
society girls who went abroad tc
marry for titles.

Canaday, chairman of Willys-Ov-
erland Motors, Toledo, Ohio.
Thousands of these Jeep trophies
have been distributed throughout
the nation by the automobile com-
pany.

Te models, scale replicas of the
Jeeps manufactured for the Army
and Navy, were built especially
for use in the drive by wounded
servicemen at Army convalescent
centers. The Toledo company sup-
plied the hospitals with the cut-
out parts, plastic wheels and trans-
parent windshields, and paid the
veterans for each model they pro-
duced.

pay upkeep on these roads. Also,
the new program includes main-
tenance of an additional 1,375
miles of surfaced farm roads
which the State previously con-
structed and now maintains.

“By transferring this tremen-
dous financial burden from the
county governments to the state
government, counties will be able
to concentrate their local funds on
roads remaining under county con-
trol,” the Commission said. ‘‘This
should enable counties to make
tremendous strides in improving
other farm roads.”

The Commission said that while
the present program includes a
relatively small portion of the to-
tal mileage of farm-to-market
roads in the state, the plan is the
maximum for which the state
could obligate itself for three years
immedately after the war on the
basis of estimated receipts.

If, after the three-year period,
more funds are received from State
sources and the Federal govern-
ment, it is possible that additional
feeder or farm-to-market roads
may be taken over by the State
and new ones constructed, the
Commissioned explained. '

Though small in comparison
with the total farm-to-market road
mileage in Texas, the Commission
pointed out that the 7,205 miles
assumed in the new program will
benefit the most dense agricultural
areas.

Selection of these 7,205 miles
was made after detailed study and
research of the entire 170,000 miles
of county roads in the state.

Of the 170,000 miles, only ap-
proximately 26,000 have a traffic
load of 100 motor vehicles a day:
This number is the necessary mini-
mum, research has determined, to
justify surfacing a road, based up-
in retiring the cost of construction
and maintenance over a 1b5-year
period.

By its action, the Texas Commis-
sion has assumed obligation of 29
percent of the 26,000 miles of the
~principal farm roads. Surveys al-
so have determined that after a
road is surfaced the traffic count
on it practically doubles.

Oat Yield Hampered
By Continued Drought

A conservative check with pro-
ducers and combine operators re-
vealed here this week that the pos-
sible average of the 1945 oat crop
was around 25 to 27 bushels per
acre, about 5 to 8 bushels less than
the average yield last year. The
droughty weather gets the blame
for this decreased production.

Commenting on an effort by
speculators to jack up the price of
oats, the San Angelo Standard-
Times stated in part Tuesday:

“Speculation has entered the
West Texas small grains market,
with the price of oats mounting
under the pressure, it was learned
here late Monday. !

““The speculators bought up sev-
eral thousand bushels of oats at
the early field price of 40 and 41
cents and are planning to hold the
grain for, 90 days. The effect was
to jack the oat market upward.

“An offer of 60 cents a bushel
at the barn was rejected in Eldo-
rado Monday as the oat harvest hit
its full stride and a beginning was
made on wheat. The wheat pro-
ducers were being offered $1.38 a
bushel delivered into town.

“The 60-cent offer at Eldorado
was on a field that is.expected to
average 20 to 25 bushels and grade
No. 2 J. M. Pfluger, San Angelo,
sold some oats at the combine av
60 cents a bushel last Saturday at
Tankesley. i

“Most of the ‘speculation’ pur-
chases were at 50 cents, sacked and
in the barn, on early cuttings.
These buyers are expecting to ride
the market up to 67 to 70 cents,
about the price of last year.”
