The high qual­
ity protein foods on this list in­
clude cheese, eggs and fresh and 
frozen fish.

oats and corn products, which are 
also abundant. Reasonably priced 
canned foods include corn, lower 
grade peas, cranberries, and citrus 
juices and segments, says PMA.

Cenizo and Sage 
Often Confused,
Says Specialist

Cenizo, a native of South Texas, 
isn’t a member of the sage family. 
But people sometimes call the cen­
izo the purple sage.

Sadie Hatfield, extension land­
scape gardening specialist of A&M 
says it’s a mystery how cenizo came 
to be confused with purple sage. 
It’s neither purple, nor a sage. Cen­
izo doesn’t have a sage-like odor 
and it’s lavender blossoms are more 
like snapdragons and pentstemon 
blooms than sage.

Early Spanish settlers gave it 
the name ceniza—which is the 
Spanish word for ashes—because 
the gray-green color of the leaves 
makes it look as if ashes had been 
dusted on them. Ceniza is the log­
ical name for the shrulb, but to­
day’s dictionaries have changed the 
“a” to an “ o” , making the word 
cenizo.

The beautiful blooms make it a 
popular flowering shrub, but it’s 
often destroyed by poor drainage. 
Acid fertilizers often injure the 
plant, causing the leaves to fall 
and few blooms to form. It likes the 
alkiline soils.

Cenizo blooms better in the full 
sun than in the shade. Few insects 
attack it. The cenizo tick, one of 
its worst enemies, can be killed by 
dusting cotton sulphur on the plant

for our hard-pressed mohair grow­
ers is being made by Department 
of Agriculture officials, and a de­
cision may be forthcoming within 
a week. Our appeals in the past 
have met with cautious considera­
tion, officials preferring to “wait 
and see” what the open market had 
in store for the industry.

But the sustained gloom has in 
recent weeks caused renewed con­
cern to be acknowledged by Pro­
duction and Marketing officials, 
and legal angles of various alterna­
tive programs are now being stud­
ied and additional factual informa­
tion collected.

Last week I conferred with B. F. 
Vance, director of P&MA in Texas, 
and also met again with Ralph 
Trigg, chief of that Department 
here, Frank Wooley, also in the 
Department, and others in a fur­
ther effort to obtain action.

Mr. Vance recommended a pro­
gram patterned after the wheat 
and cotton loan program, whereby 
non-recourse loans would be made 
to growers. If such mohair should 
not sell for at least the loan value 
by the end of the marketing sea­
son, the OCC would take the mo­
hair in lieu of the money advanced.

rowever, it should sell for an 
amount above the loan, the grower 
would benefit to the extent of the 
advance.

Mr. Vance recommended a loan 
price of 50c for grown mohair and 
80c for kid hair, average. It is ru­
mored that figure may be scaled 
down a bit if the CCC should decide 
on a program of that type. I hope 
not, and reminded the PMA offic­
ials that even the figures suggest­
’ d are hardly in line with cost of 
production.

The decision, on a program, and 
upon what conditions, rests with 
the COC Board, composed of the

Secretary of Agriculture, the Un­
der Secretary; Ralph Trigg; Glenn 
Harris, a farmer of California and 
Oarl Fry, also a farmer, of Tenn­
essee. Both of the latter have been 
talked to about the plight of mo­
hair growers. Those in Agriculture 
have, of course, been contacted 
many times on the subject and are 
.horoughly familiar with it.

Recently I conferred with Presi- 
ident Truman at the White House 
about the depressed condition of 
mohair. He recalled his general ac­
quaintance with the subject, having 
traveled through the goat country 
of southwest Texas last September 
on his campaign tour from El Paso 
to San Antonio. It will be recalled 
that the President was presented 

h a young Angora at Uvalde by 
Jack Richardson, labeled “ Dewey’s 
Goat.” And the President was told 
about the plight of the growers at 
that time.

In my talk with Mr. Truman, I 
stressed the fact that, if the indus­
try is to be preserved, the growers 
are badly in need of temporary re­
lief to enable them to weather bhe 
present storm until the market is 
-eactivated.

I told him of the damaging de­
layed effect upon the industry of 
the 7 million-pound import of Tur­
kish mohair to this country by the 
Government during the war; of/the 
erious effect the extremely low- 

tariff rate on coarse South Ameri­
can wools is having on our domes- 

'ohair market, and suggested 
a study be made to determine the 
oropriety of an increase in the tar­
iff or an import quota fashioned 
after the quota limits placed on im­
ported long staple cotton two or 
three years ago.

The President commented on the 
effect plastics and synthetics may 
be having, expressed sympathyyanr' 
assured me he would discuss the 
matter with the Secretary of Agri­
culture.

In the meantime, further efforts 
are being made tto interest the Ar­

my in making more use of mohair. 
Some present research is being 
nade in the use of mohair for 
joiwder sacks, in lieu of silk and 
ither simialr compositions. Trop- 

1 worsted uniforms, blankets and 
automobile upholsteries used by the 
Army may provide additional out­
lets for a limited amount of oui 
surplus mohair. And the ECA is 
ieing urged to again try to include 
fome mohair in exports to Marshal’ 
dan countries.
