ASH WEDNESDAY FORMALLY OPENS 
PRE-EASTER LENTEN SEASON WHICH 
CULMINATES IN EASTER, APRIL 17

Lent opened Wednesday, usher­
ing in the 40-day pre-Easter season, 
in which the crucifixion and resur­
rection of Christ are observed 
throughout the Christian world.

Yesterday was Ash Wednesday, 
the first day of Lent. Easter will 
be 40 days later, not counting Sun­
days, or April 17 this year.

Predominance of Protestant de­
nominations which do not fast dur­
ing this season causes the Lenten 
period to pass here quietly, as lo­
cal Protestant churches observe 
the season only with spiritual 
preparation for Easter. In predom­
inantly Catholic and Lutheran 
areas of the United States those 
churches’ stress o f  fasting, or one 
dinner per day, throughout the sea­

son, and abstaining from most of 
their normal social life, is markedly 
felt even in the business life of 
the community. To Catholics, who 
eat no meat on Wednesday and 
Friday from Ash Wednesday to 
Easter, fasting is obligatory, while 
to Lutherans and Episcopalians it 
is a matter of choice.

All Christians throughout the 
world stress the importance of 
Easter, many placing it above 
Christmas in importance. Protest­
ant pastors stress the pre-Easter 
season as a period of re-dedication 
to the church, and of taking or 
renewing church vows.

Several of the churches of Eldo­
rado are already at work on Eas­
ter religious events.
