Sheep Improvement 
Gained As Result 
Of Demonstration

COLLEGE STATION— Houston 
E. Smith, Presidio county agent, 
reports that better uniformity of 
lambs and general improvement in 
the quality and yield of wool from 
yearling ewes has resulted in a 
Complete (Sheep production demon­
stration being conducted on the 
Ira Y. Blanton ranch.

This demonstration has been in 
progress for three years. Blanton 
has set a goal o f better than 100 
per cent lamb crop and better than 
10 pounds of wool per ewe. This 
year he had a 95.4 per cent lamb 
crop after shearing.

At shearing time this spring, 
slightly over five pounds of wool 
per ewe was obtained from the en­
tire flock of 1892 at eight months. 
The yield from 287 ewe lambs was 
slightly over seven pounds.

Blanton will keep all of the ewe 
lambs produced this year and cull 
better than 1,000 of the older ewes 
out at the fall shearing. He expects 
this to reduce stocking a great deal, 
reduce feed costs and improve the 
wool yield next year.

W. G. Godwin, Schleicher county 
agent, reported that 300 ewe lambs

were culled for length of staple, 
size, open faces, wrinkles, absence 
of medial folds and general appear­
ance recently in a demonstration 
held on the John Ray Powell ranch. 
Of the 300 lambs, 104 were culled 
out, leaving 196 for replacement.

This is the third year that ewe 
lambs have been culled on the Pow­
ell ranch. Powell’s oldest ewes are 
now coming four years old.

Staple (length has increased from 
52 per cent to 76 per cent the sec­
ond year to 87.5 per cent in 1951. 
There was not a clothing fleece in 
the flock this year. Average weight 
of the fleece has increased with the 
length of staple. '

Godwin says that other sheep 
producers in (Schleicher county 
have obtained as much improve­
ment from culling practices.

Quality Improves, 
Number Decreases,
In Texas Sheep

Although Texas’ ration of the 
nation’s sheep and goat population 
•maintained the normal of approxi­
mately 25 and 90 per cent, respect­
ively, in 1950, the total number of 
sheep was about 2,800,000 fewer 
than during the 1939-48 ten-year 
■average. This was attributed large­
ly  to the 'absence of uniformly good 
range conditions and secondary 
abuses. Toward the end of the year 
■it was apparent that the number of 
sheep, as well as goats, were in­
creasing due, seemingly, to excel­
lent market conditions and the in­
creasing practice o f ranchmen in 
certain areas to graze more sheep 
on small grain pastures.

During the year the A & M Col­
lege Extension Service animal hus­
bandman, J. A. Gray, working with 
sheep and igoat producers held 27 
meetings with county agricultural 
agents and special groups on flock 
Improvement through s e lection. 
•The specialist believes that the 
most outstanding improvement has 
•been shown in the Delaine Merino 
•group. These animals have in­
creased in size, vigor and vitality. 
As a result, wrinkles have been 
•removed and the amount of grease 
lessened. D e m onstration flocks 
have been set up by 4-H Club mem­
bers in several counties, and the 
cooperative Extension S e r vice- 
•Sears Roebuck Foundation 4-H 
Rambouillet sheep program now 
•operating in three counties has been 
•especially helpful in creating inter­
est in flock improvement.

Further activities of the special­
ist included 15 meetings with spe­
cial groups at which proper shear­
ing and method of preparing wool 
and mohair for market were em­
phasized. Proper rolling and tying 
o f fleeces were demonstrated as 
well as proper packing of bags. In­
ternal parasites and their control 
were discussed at five meetings. 
•Most ranchmen are faimliar with 
control methods and many prac­
ticed drenching out of the shearing 
pens during the year. Others adopt­
ed phenothiazine salt for control.

Lamb feeding programs were 
outlined with several county agri­
cultural agents who were encour­
aged to use home grown feeds. 
•Other agents were trained in flock 
improvement through selection by 
•being requested to select animals 
•under supervision. Wool and mo-

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hail- judging schools were held to 
instruct agents, adult leaders and 
4-H Club members on the several 
grades of wool and mohair, and thei 
principles of judging. Several tours 
and field days were held along 
with visits to demonstrators and 
eooperators in several counties.

The “ Make-it - with - wool - and- 
mohair” contest, sponsored by the 
•Women’s Auxiliary of the Texas 
•Sheep and Goat Raisers Associa­
tion, was active in bringing fabrics 
made of wool and mohair before the 
public. County home demonstration 
agents cooperated and helped to 
make the contest a success.

ween democracy, communism, and 
socialism.

“ They need, along with all the 
rest of us, to recognize principles, 
ideas and laws that are democratic 
or communistic.

“ I would like to find material 
just that simple and in quantity for 
every student at a nominal price. 
This is a big bill, I know, but we 
need to work toward it.”

There were several other sugges­
tions along this same line. I am 
going to attempt to collect some 
ideas on the subject, and would be 
glad to receive any suggestions 
from interested people. Two or 
three years ago the House had pub­
lished a pamphlet entitled “ A Hun­
dred Things You Should Know 
About Communism,” which has 
proven very informative and popu­
lar in schools and elsewhere.

In a talk I made at Coleman on 
July 4 I discussed the preparedness 
program and our stake in world 
events as they are shaping up. It 
has been said that Russia can out- 
control us but she cannot out-pro­
duce us. The Soviets, while lagging 
far behind us in productive capacity 
and know-how nevertheless are 
making strides in production, par­
ticularly of military equipment to 
which a large part of their man­
power and economy is devoted.

A few examples will illustrate 
some of our own strides in post-war 
production progress. Our steel ca­
pacity is up 13 percent and is four 
times that of Russia. O ut proven 
oil reserves have been upped by 
one-fourth, and our production is 
about seven times that of the Sov­
iets.

Our aluminum production will 
soon be much higher than the peak 
of World War II.

Our electricity production has 
been increased by 65 percent.

Our chemical industry has doub­
led its capacity.

Jn Agricultue, today we find four 
million farm tractors in use com­
pared with only 2% million at the 
end of the war.

American ingenuity under our 
system of competitive free enter- 

j prise, has made our nation the envy 
j of the world. With one-sixth of the 
population of the world and one- 
seventh of the land area, we have 
about one-half of the industrial 
productive capacity o f  the entire 
world.

Many experts believe that the 
shortages of steel, oil and uranium 
are the principal reason Why Rus­
sia does not make positive war. In 
other words, she is deterred by our 
great productive capacity. It is 
therefore important that we strive 
to maintain that advantage our­
selves and preventing the Reds 
from getting to sources of raw ma­
terials which she sorely needs if her 
lagging productive capacity is to 
be ample to support a global war.
