Controlling Economic Laws
Governmental control of econo­

mic laws over any extensive period 
of time is beset with many pitfalls 
and is practically an impossibility. 
It creates discontent and leads to 
evasive activities. Governmental 
regulations during war and war 
preparation are necessary but, be­
cause of the difficulties of such ac­
tivities, no one must expect per­
fection. Economic laws are natural 
laws and if left alone adjust them­
selves to conditions in the long 
run. Attempts to fix prices have 
been tried for ages by various gov­
ernments. They invariably turn out 
disastrously. You can fix the price 
of a commodity but you cannot 
make the purveyor of that com­
modity bring it to the market and 
sell it at the fixed price.

If it were not for the fact that 
abuses of economic laws have crept 
into business activity, the natural 
economic laws, in the long run, 
would operate successfully. Natu­
ral laws would then keep business 
in its channel as the banks of a 
river keep the river in its channel. 
Sometimes it is necessary to build 
dikes to keep a river in its chan­
nel; likewise, sometimes it is nec­
essary to have business regulation 
to keep business in its proper chan­
nel. But aside from keeping bus­
iness in its channel, the more at­
tempted regulation of business the 
more difficult it is to carry on bus­
iness. The result is higher prices, 
more unemployment and reduced 
profits.

The old law of supply and de­
mand unimpeded operates like a 
safety valve on a steam engine. I f. 
there is a superabundance of a eer-r 
tain commodity, the price of that) 
commodity goes down. When the 
price goes down the producers res­
trict output of that commodity. If

the Government holds the price up, 
it penalizes the consuming public 
and tne taxpayers, and stimulates 
greater production, which aggra­
vates the situation (e.g., potatoes). 
The difficulties that the Govern­
ment is having at the present time 
are a good example of what hap­
pens when a government or anyone 
attempts to interfere with the nat­
ural operation of economic laws.

Befoi’e a hushed and tense joint 
session of the House and Senate, 
General Douglas McArthur appear­
ed last week to make a dramatic 
report to the country on his stew­
ardship in the Pacific.

It was estimated that a million 
people lined the streets to cheer 
the Pacific hero, and around 18 
million witnessed the performance 
on television. So, although others 
have had receptions somewhat 
comparable, none approached the 
total who saw and heard Mac- 
Arthur because television is of 
recent origin.

Mrs. MacArfhur, dressed in blue 
and with a white orchid given her 
by the Tennessee DAR, of which 
she is a member, preceded the 
General into the House. She sat in 
a gallery seat, looked down on the 
Senators and military attaches as 
they were announced. Then at 
exactly 12:30 the arrival of Mac- 
Arthur was announced amid a 
tumult of cheers and applause. He 
spoke for 35 minutes.

This occasion was reminiscent of 
the other returning heroes of the 
war—^Eisenhower, Nimitz, Bradley, 
Clay and Wainwright. Each of 
them were received in Washington 
when victory was fresh and grati­
tude was abundant. It is difficult 
to pick out any one and say he was 
received with the most enthusiasm, 
but the post-war triumphal entry 
of Admiral Nimitz into the Capitol 
will be recalled for generations It 
was probably the most grandiose 
of all history, and this is no re­
flection on the others.

The MacArfhur message was 
firm, dramatic and challenging. He 
defended his belief that Chinese 
bases in Manchuria should be 
bombed, that Formosa must be de­
fended, that Chinese Nationalists 
on Formosa should be aided and 
encouraged, and that an effective 
naval blockade be thrown around 
the Chinese coast.

The speech has set the stage for 
House and Senate committee hear­
ings on the over-all Far Eastern 
policies. ’ The General himself will 
have a chance to detail his plans 
and his strategic concepts in meet­
ing the global challenge of Com­
munist aggression.

THE MORALE of troops is run­
ning high these days. At least that 
is true with the 5th Marine division 
now engaged in the vininity of 
Hongchon, according to a letter I 
just received from my former 
Secretary, Lt. Lathem Abies of 
Brownwood. He was a Marine re­
servist and was recalled last April.

“ I landed in Korea on February 
16 (my birthday),”  he reported, 
“ and was assigned to “ B”  company, 
5th Marines. Upon reporting in I 
was given command of a rifle pla­
toon and told that we were moving 
up in the attack.

“ Our movement toward the 38th 
parallel has been slow and cautious 
in accordance with General Ridge­
way’s policy of keeping the line in­
tact and taking no chances.”

(Speaking of morale, Lt. Abies 
commented: “ I can say that there 
is a mistaken idea in the States of 
‘low morale’ of the troops over 
here— or at least so far as the 5th 
Marines are concerned. The boys 
are the finest I have ever seen and 
moral is about as high as it can 
get. Nothing at all seems to faze 
them and their combat efficiency is 
terrific.”
