American Republics Corporation 
No. 1 H. F. Thomson, southeast o ff­
set to the Hulldale-Strawn field of 
North-Central Schleicher County, 
has indicated as a discovery from a 
Pennsylvanian sand.

Operator ran a drillstem test 
from 4,910 to 4,943 feet. Tool was 
open for one hour. Recovery was 
280 feet of clean oil, and 184 feet 
of oil and gas-cut mud. Flowing 
pressure was zero and shut in 
pressure after 20 minutes was 950 
pounds. The prospector topped the 
sand section at 4,928 feet. No ele­
vation reported.

The Hulldale field produces from 
the Strawn 5,751 to 5,803 feet. It 
is expected that the No. 1 H. F. 
Thomson will be drilled on down to 
test that pay section.

The drillsite is 467 feet from 
north and west lines of section 82, 
block TT, TORR survey.

Hiawatha No. 1 J. Forrest Run- 
ge, latest Pennsylvanian discovery 
in northern Schleicher County, has 
been given a daily allowable of 120 
barrels of oil, the Railroad Com­
mission advised its District 7-C of­
fice Tuesday. The allowable is ret­
roactive to Feb. 1 and the well is 
exempt from shutdown days.

Hiawatha Oil & Gas Company 
and G. W. Strake have each staked 
an offset to the Hiawatha No. 1 
Runge, Pennsylvanian lime discov­
ery in North Schleicher County.

Hiawatha is drilling its No. 2 
Runge as a northeast offset, 330 
feet from south and west lines of 
the northeast quarter of the south­
west quarter of section 66, block 
M, GH&SA survey. They were pre­
paring to set surface casing this 
week.

Strake will drill a northwest o ff­
set, 330 feet from west and 1,650 
feet from south lines of section 66, 
block M, GH&SA survey. Both 
tests are projected to 5,700 feet 
with rotary tools.

The Ohio Oil Company No. 1 P. 
McIntosh 7,200-foot Ellenburger 
wildcat in South-Central Schleicher 
County and about 10 miles south­
east of Eldorado, is drilling below 
5,588 feet in sand and shale. Oper­
ator has not reported any shows 
of petroleum in the prospector. It 
is being drilled 660 feet from north 

nd 1,980 feea from west lines of 
ection 22, block 9, TW&NG sur­

vey.
Ohio Oil Co. No. 1 Thad Thom­

son, east offset to the opener of 
the Hulldale field, is drilling below 
3,620 feet in shale and lime.

Cooper Gas Company of San An­
gelo and Shell Oil Company No. 1 
Will Loveless, wildcat in Central 
Schleicher County, three miles 
northwest of the Page field, is pro­
gressing below 2,410 in lime and 
shale.

The board voted to eliminate the 
traditional 8th grade graduation 
exercises, because of the fact that 
the school operaated on a 6-6 
schedule. Those completing 8th 
grade work will receive diplomas 
but there will be no formal exer­
cises.

Band trips to Brady and Del Rio 
festivals were approved for this 
spring.

Contract was signed for high 
cyclone fencing around the .school 
yard facing the highway, for pro­
tection of school children. This will 
include also the half block adjoin­
ing the Schrank property and will 
close off the street. The fence will 
be 637 feet in length.

The school decided to accept bids 
on Maier school No. 1, in the east 
part of the county.

Election of a school superinten­
dent will be held at a later date in 
the spring, after the board has had 
time to consider applications.

The board ordered a trustee elec­
tion for the first Saturday in April, 
at the courthouse; W. N. Ramsay 
as election judge.

Lots of Activity 
In Brushy Top Area

While the daily papers are giving 
considerable space to Schleicher 
County oil news from the Hulldale 
and Runge area in the north part 
of the county, we are infox-med that 
no less than five rigs are now run­
ning in the Brushy Top area of 
south Schleicher and north Sutton 
counties.

This is the district where Lone 
Star Px'oducing Co. brought in a 
producer at less than 1000 feet on 
the Thomson ranch a few weeks 
ago.

Since then two locations have 
been staked on the Steen ranch, 
and bulldozers have cleared away 
brush for about six other locations.

A repox-t was. going around El- 
dox-ado ■ yesterday that one of the 
tests had encountered 50 feet of 
oil sand at 420-70 feet. This paper 
has no official report on any of 
these wells.

Supervisors Meet, 
Make Plans For Co.

The Supervisors of the Eldorado 
Divide Soil Conservation District 
in their regular monthly meeting 
Friday, Febi'uary 2, approved two 
well rounded soil and water con­
servation plans, and two amend­
ments.

The well rounded soil and water 
conservation plans x-epresent the in­
tentions of the owners or operators 
to conserve as much soil and mois­
ture as is possible, in an effort to 
produce the maximum pounds of 
beef, lambs and other food and 
fiber px-oducts. Each plan is based 
on the physical condition of the 
soil to treat each acre according to 
its needs and capability.

Each plan contains aerial maps 
showing fences, acreage by fields, 
amount of erosion, characteristics 
of soils and other factox-s which will 
help the operator analyze his place 
and apply proper conservation 
practices.

The well rounded soil and water 
consex-vation plans approved by the 
Supervisors were C. R. Keeney, 
876 acres, and Weldon W. Davis, 
648 acres.

The two amendments adding ac­
reage to original conservation 
plans include Rex White, 30 acres, 
and Max-tin & Martin, 1,280 acres.

Harry Lawson, who. has been in 
training with the Eldorado-Divide 
Soil Consex-vation District for the 
past yeai-, is being transferred to 
Sterling City February 19. He will 
report there as Work Unit Conser­
vationist assisting the North Con­
cho River Soil Conservation Dis­
trict.

A little snow, enough to lay the 
caliche dust, fell Tuesday night, 
and temperatures have been ar­
ound 18 and 20—leaving streets icy 
and making driving hazardous.

Schleicher County 
Commissioners In 
Regular Meeting

The Schleicher County Commis­
sioners met in their x-egular month­
ly session Monday and transacted 
routine business. The new salary 
schedule which was proposed at 
the January meeting was confirmed 
and adopted, and provides for about 
a 25% increase in the salaries of 
county officials.

Supt. C. A . Reynolds 
A ccep ts Brady Job

C. A. Reynolds, superintendent 
of the Eldox-ado schools, has re­
signed his position here and has 
accepted the position of city super­
intendent o f the Brady school sys­
tem. He will have in his charge, a 
high school, a junior high, three 
elementary schools and a colored 
school. There are 55 teachers in the 
Bx-ady school system, and a princi­
pal for each school.

Mr. Reynolds is completing his 
contx-act here, and when the new 
superintendent is free to come to 
Eldorado, he will go to Brady to 
take over his new duties.

Mi's. Reynolds, who has been 
teaching in the elementary grades, 
will have a place awaiting her 
there also if she decides to teach 
again.

Mr Reynolds’ new position comes 
to him as a distinct promotion, 
carrying with it a better salary, 
and more responsibility— also more 
prestige.

Reynolds was graduated from 
ACC in 1933, majoring in English. 
In 1946 he x-eceived his Master’s 
from Sul Ross, majoring in educa­
tion.

In 1935-34 he was Freshman 
basketball coach at ACC; frojjj ’34 
to ’39 he was principal andrtiead 
basketball coach, and assistant 
football coach at Bowie. In 1939 he 
came to Eldorado, where he was 
elementary principal until 1942, 
when he was elected superinten­
dent.

He is a member of the Texas 
State Teachers’ Association, the 
Texas Association of School Ad­
ministrators, past president of the 
local unit of the Texas State Tea­
chers’ Association, and past presi­
dent of the Eldorado Lions Club, 
and active 'worker in that organi­
zation for many years.

As an undergraduate he was all- 
TIAA and Texas Conference for­
ward on the basketball team in 
1932-33, and led both conferences 
in scox-ing. In 1932 also he was 
Texas Conference champion in 
tennis. He was student representa­
tive on the athletic council. In 
Eldorado he was cub scoutmaster 
two years.

During the years he has been 
superintendent, the local school 
system has made steady growth. 
The size of the disti-ict has been 
increased from 600 square miles to 
a county unit system, containing 
1331 squax-e miles. The evaluation 
has increased from $2,300,000 to 
$7,842,000. A county-wide trans- 
pdx-tation system has been worked 
out and the school now operates 
nine busses.

The football field has been re­
turfed and lighted, and modern 
restx-ooms built there, also a new 
steel gi-andstand, which is px-acti- 
cally completed, has been purchas­
ed and erected. Also in conjunction 
with the Lions Club the school 
bought and maintains an activity 
bus, which has been in use several 
years— or since 1946.

The school has bought, built, or 
moved in teacherages to take care 
of five families.

A major accomplishment is com­
pletion of a $475,000 building 
px-ogx-am, comprising a junior- 
senior high school, a six-room class 
room addition, an office wing, 
di-essing rooms, and other gym 
repairs, and many other phases of 
improvement—also purchasing and 
installing of much new equipment. 
At the present time a renovated 
and enlarged band hall is neax-ing 
completion.

The negro school has been in­
creased from a six-month unaccre­
dited school to a nine-month school, 
fully accredited. Development of a 
school-wide audio-visual education­
al program and increasing of 
health facilities through addition 
of audiometer and telebinocular 
has further improved school facil­
ities.

The school lunch program has 
been worked out to take advantage 
of federal subsidies and surplus 
commodities. Free lunches have 
been served to all needy school 
children.

New courses have been added to 
the school curriculum, notably the 
shop course and the driver educa­
tion course. Home ec has been 
increased from a nine-months 
course to 10.

The school carried on with the 
minimum of hindrances during the 
war. A number of years ago there 
was only one Masters degree am­
ong faculty members—now seven 
have their Masters’ and all regular 
teachers have their BA’s. The 
teacher in the negro school expects 
to e-et her degree this summer.

Mr. Reynolds’ valuable experi­
ence in helping carx-y to completion 
a major building progx-am, includ­
ing selection of equipment, will be 
put to good account in Bx-ady, 
which has an improvement pro­
gram already under way.

The change in administi-ation of 
the local school system will make 
little difference in closing out the 
cux-rent school year here, as Mr. 
Reynolds remains on the job until 
school is out and the vacation 
period is on.

ANTHRACNOSE boll rol can reduce the grade of your cotton

If you’ve had some points 
taken off by the grader for 
spotty cotton, you know what 
anthracnose, or pink boll rot, 
can cost you as a cotton grower. 
It is expensive and persistent; 
but it can be controlled now by 
measures that cost you little.

Anthracnose is a fungus dis­
ease, and is at its worst in 
times of heavy rainfall and 
where cotton grows rank. The 
fungus lives over the winter on 
diseased bolls and stalks left in 
the fields, and in or on the seeds 
from infected plants. Clean fall 
plowing and rotation of your 
crops helps to control it.

You will also find that treat­
ment of your seed with an 
organic mercury dust before

planting helps a lot to kill off 
the anthracnose fungi. This 
treatment cuts off the disease 
at its source. Used with other 
control measures, it can prac­
tically wipe out the disease 
from an entire area in a few 
years. Mercury dust treatment 
will also control seed decay and 
damping-off (sore shin) organ­
isms and reduce angular leaf 
spot.

The cost of the chemical 
amounts to less than 100 per, 
acre. Treatment can be done on 
your farm or by many ginners 
and delinters. Ask your County, 
Agent or Farm Extension Serv-I 
ice about the value of seed 
treatment and about where the 
treaters are in this arefti.

Scope of Work

With the cooperation of our officers, and of the em­
ployes who remained at work, Santa Fe managed to 
keep thousands of freight cars and all its passenger 
trains moving during the “ outlaw strike”  which began 
January 30th and which so severely crippled our 
country’s rail transportation.

In the February issue of Country
Gentleman appeared an article en­
titled, Does Butter Have a Future'.' 
In this article the writer states 
that butter producing: states are 
reporting trouble, which may be­
come so serious as to squeeze but­

l e r  out of the dairying industry.
W The article gave figures on per 

capita butter consumption, as com­
pared with margarine, in three 
designated years:

1940, Butter, 16.9 lbs. Margarine, 
2.4.

1945, Butter, 10.9 lbs. Margarine, 
4 lbs.

1950, Butter, 10.5 lbs. Margarine, 
6.1 lbs.

We were astonished when we 
studied these figures—we’d thought 
that margarine was way ahead in 
that field— and from observing gro­
cery prices and people’s buying 
habits over the years we thought 
a lot more margarine than butter 
was used here.

So, we did a little inquiring, and 
found we were right—that in El­
dorado merchants sell possibly five 
times as much margarine as butter. 
And that isn’t anything new here 
either.

Why margarine forges ahead is 
easy to understand— it’s good, it’s 
uniform in quality, it keeps well, 
and it is a lot cheaper than butter. 
Many of us use it most of the time.

The article mentions something 
else we hadn’t thought of—the 
combined total per capita con­
sumption of butter and margarine 
is less than that for butter alone 
in pre-war years.

We’re trying to explain that 
maybe we learned during the war 
that we could do with less fats; or 
maybe we’re getting waistline cons­
cious; or we’ve lost our taste for 
fats:—oh, you explain it.

But that still doesn’t account for 
our buying one pound of butter to 
five of margarine here—merchants 
can get all the butter we’ll buy, 
and will sell us what we ask for. 
But we don’t follow the national 
average.

Junior is doing well. He is popa-] 
lar in the Eldorado business diS' 
trict—he is interesting to watch— 
he entertains just by being his own 
sweet self—and he causes no trou­
ble intentionally.

Junior is a Java monkey who be­
longs to Mr. and Mrs. Jack Elder, 
and who spends his waking hours 
at their filling station.

He arrived in Eldorado by ex­
press, in a crate, on December 23. 
The Elders learn that he came from 
a pet shop in Brownsville, but when 
they tried to do a little detective 
work on who the donor was, they 
were informed that this was a cash 
deal and the clerks did not remem­
ber.

A s monkeys sell for §50 to §100, 
Junior is worth something.

FEW SENT TO PRISON 
FROM SCHLEICHER COUNTY

HUNTSVILLE, Feb. 14.— In 19- 

50, as in ten other years out of 22, 
there were no persons committed 
to the Texas prison system from 
Schleicher county. The county has 
sent only four persons in the last 
ten years to the prison.

This was revealed by Dr. Rupert 
Koeninger, director of classifica­
tions at the prison and head of the 
sociology department at Sam Hous­
ton State Teachers college. His ad­
vanced students aided in the sur­
vey which dates back to 1928.

The county’s highest number sent 
to the walls in the past 22 years 
was in the depression year of 1934 
when three were committed. Since 
that time less than one person 
yearly has been committed.

STUDENT GET CHOICE OF 
SERVICE WHEN DRAFTED

College students who have re­
ceived draft summons and had 
them postponed, and those who will 
receive them during the school 
year and be entitled to have them 
postponed, will now be able to 
choose their branch of service just 
as they would if they enlisted be­
fore the summons arrived, accord­
ing to information received last 
week.

Previously a notice to report for 
physical examination meant vol­
untary enlistment was impossible 
and the student was obliged to en­
ter the army as a draftee.
