Figures released this week by
County Agent W. G. Godwin and
Bill Rountree of the Soil Conserva-
tion office point out 1951 as a
record drouth year over iSchleicher
County. In addition the last three
months of 1950 were equally dry
so that farmers and ranchers look
back over a 15-month period of
drouth.

The official town rain gauge at
the Memorial Building totaled 9.43
for the year, with Ford Oglesby 18
miles west getting about 6.00, and
Forrest Runge near the county
line to the north getting 6.77.

Mr. Godwin said that the previ-
ous dry year was 1946 which set a
record 7.13, but that the 1945 rain-
fall of 17.11 left a bottom moisture
so that crops were not affected as
much as at present. In addition
the rainfall during 1946 fell at the
right times and was followed by
more good rains in 1947.

We the City Council, of the City of Eldorado, Texas,
deem it necessary to pass an ordinance regulating the
vaccination of all dogs, against rabies, that are within
the city limits, of the City of Eldorado, Texas. .

Motion by W. M. Patterson Jr., seconded by Gus
Love, aldermen, to pass an ordinance, prohibiting any
dogs to run loose within the City limits, that have not
been vaccinated, against rabies, and any person or per-
sons, found guilty of violating any provision of this:
Ordinankce, shall be fined not less than Five Dollars ($5)
nor more than Fifty Dollars ($50), and each and every
day continuance of any provisions of this Qrdinance
shall constitute a separate offense. Motion passeds

Emergency — This ordinance will take precedence
over any existing ordinance, and will bécome effective
five days after its passage.
