New Discoveries Assured In
Southern Schleicher; Shallow
Explorations Being Continued

E. 0. Meadows and Ira Glass-
cock will drill a shallow test on
Thomson Brothers land. Location
is SE corner, of SW quarter of
section 68, block A, AG&WG sur-
vey, ten miles southeast of Eldor-
ado. The road is practically com-
pleted, and pits will be completed
by tomorrow. Rig owners are com-
pleting surface hole on Vander-
‘Stucken’s in Sutton County, about
seven miles away, and are moving
that rig to the Thomson test, later
this week, with the expectation of
starting on the thole during the
week end. The new test will go to
about 1000 feet.

Another shallow test location
about two miles away is under
consideration.

A showing in the Strawn Mon-
day night is reported in Plymouth
0il Co. No. 1 Thomson, section 37,
block A" HE&WT survey, ten miles
south of Eldorado in south central
Schleicher County. This is the
second showing in this test, a
showing having been encountered
earlier in the Wolfcamp. A drill-
stem test is being taken.

L. E. Scherck No. 1-A D. C. O.
Wilson, wildeat in southeast Sch-

leicher, has logged oil and gas
shows in the Strawn. Operator|
took a 90-minute drillstem test

between 4580 and 4656 feet. Re-
covery was 20 feet of slightly gas-
cut mud and 150 feet of heavily
oil and gas-cut mud. There was a
strong blow throughout the test.
Flowing pressure was between
zero and 430 pounds and shutin
pressure, after 15 minutes, was
500 pounds. The Strawn lime was
topped at 4580 feet on derrick floor
elevation of 2364 feet. Operator is
now drilling ahead. There was no
water in the above test. Wildeat
is 20 miles southeast of Eldorado.

Rotary is on location for the
Panuco Oil Leases, Inec., No. 1
Henry G. Moore, 8,000-foot wildeat
in west. central Schleicher. It is
133 miles west of Eldorado.

Mid-Continent Petroleum Cormpo-
ration No. 1 Ethel Williams, one

location north of the discovery well
of the Brown-Cox (Strawn) field
of north central Schleicher, was
to be completed on total depth of
5585 feet. Drillstem test was taken
from 5490 to 5515 feet. Tool was
open two hours. Recovery was 50$
feet of gas in drillpipe and 40 feet
of gas-cut mud, with a slight show
of oil. Another test was taken;
from 5515 to 5555 feet. Tool was
open 30 minutes. Gas surfaced in
six and oil in 13 minutes. The well
flowed for 17 minutes at the esti-
mated rate -of two barrels per
hour. Operator will set pipe and
attempt to complete the projeect.
Loocation is in section 78, block M,
GH&SA survey.

Humble No. 6 Annie May Brooks
project in the Hulldale field, flow-
ed 106 barrels of oil through a
24/64-inch choke in five hours.
Production was through perfora-
tions at 5700-5735 feet. Operator
was waiting for potential test on
last report.

Sinclair has spotted location for
No. 8 MecClatchy Estate in the
Hulldale field. It is to be drilled
to 5,800 feet, 1820 feet from south|
and 660 feet from east lines of the
southwest quarter of section 42,
block M, GH&SA survey and nine
miles northeast of Eldorado.

Phillips Petroleum Company was
installing pump for completion at
No. 1 Reiley, discovery from the
Strawn in northeast Sutton. Dur-
ing the last 10 hours of swabbing,
the project made 79 barrels of oil
through perforations at 4172-4220
feet. The discovery is in section
21, block 5, TW&NG survey and
25 miles northeast of Sonora.

Cox No. 3 Runge was pronounced
a dry hole early this week.

Humble No. 6 Brooks, in the
Hulldale field, has been running
a potential to gauge production,i
which seems assured.

Atlantic No. 1 Roberts, 10 miles
southwest of Eldorado, was drilling
in granite wash below 7740 feet at!
last report this week. o

Schleicher County farmer and gin
owner, and former Schleicher
County commissioner, died at a
San Angelo hospital Tuesday even-
ing at 9:45, after two weeks’
serious illness.

Funeral services will be held at
the Harris and Irving Church of
Christ in San Angelo today, Thurs-
day, at 2:00 p. m. and burial will
be made in Fairmount. The pastor
of the church, Harrison A. Mat-
thews, and the Eldorado family
minister, Quentin Dunn, will have
charge of the services.

Pallbearers will be Frank Stan-
ley, Wm. Stanley, Frank Tuggle,
Perry Lynch, Dr. Arch Carson, Joe

Hardeman.

Lawrence Moore was born Jan.
20, 1878, in Brown County. He
lived in Brownwood until 1937,
when he and his family moved to
San Angelo, and later to Schleicher
County, where he bought land and
and ranched actively a
number of years.

During his life he built three
gins, at Wall, Veribest and Sch-
leicher County. Before the drouth
he planted many acres in caotton,
ginning the produet in his own gin,
and handling the crop for many
others in that neighborhood.

He was county commissioner in
Schleicher, a post which he had
previously held in Brown County—
and in other ways contributed to
the community life of this farming
and ranching countw,

He is survived by his wife; three
daughters, Mrs. Joe Kreklow of
Eldorado, Mrs. Arch D. Carson of
Big Spring, and Mrs. Dorsey B.
Hardeman of San Angelo; four
sons, Henry of Eldorado, and
Charles K., Jack and Jene all now
living in San Angelo, and nine
grandchildren. One of his triplet
sons died at about the age of ten.

Paved Road For Reynolds 0K’d

Schleicher County’s growing net-
work of good highways met with
a new shot in the arm, with the
official okaying of the proposed
Reynolds Road project.

Selected some time ago by the
county commissioners as their next
choice for improvement when more
farm-to-market thighway funds
were allocataed, the Reynolds road
will lead through the Reynolds
community north, then northeast,
eventually to connect with the new
Mertzon highway which: is now
under construction.

The new highway will leave
FM33 (known as the West Road
or the Big Lake Road) at a point
12.4 miles west of Eldorado, and
a five-mile strip, to lead north, has

been designated to be approved
first. As a later project, this road
is slated to run in northern and
northeasterly direction, to connect
with the Mertzon road when it is
completed.

When bids will be asked on this
project is not known at this time,
but the coming year or two should
see some definite action—judging
by the procedure through which
other highway projects have been
carried out.

Much groundwork must be laid
before work actually begins, in-
cluding securing of right-of-way.
The road will provide modern high-
way facilities for the large number
of farm and ranch families who

live in that locality.

Ft. Worth.—The movement of
cattle and calves to market in the
United States reached a new high-
water market as the first market
day of November became history
last Monday.

Most observers had felt that
probably the pedk of the fall runs
had been reached a couple of weeks
ago, and that mumbers would
moderate in the weeks ahead.

However, the nation’s 12 major
livestock centers reported 162,000
cattle, nearly 35,000 more than a
week ago on the same day. Mon-
day’s cattle runs were more than
49,000 head 'above the same date
a year ago.

The 12 major markets reported
33,000 calves, about 1,000 above a
'week ago, but 6,500 ahead of the
same date last year.

Thie tops of the cattle market at
Fort Worth was bearish from the
outset and bids and 'sales of 50c
to $1 lower were the rule at Fort
Worth with many sales fully $i
below last week’s close. Exception
was c¢hoice stocker calves, which
ruled steady.

‘Good and choice drylot fed steers
and yearlings cashed at $17 to $23,
and common to medium grassers
sold largely from $9 to $15.50.
Some rannihan kinds of yearlings
and steers cashed at $7 to $9.

Fat cows sold mostly from $9
to $11 at Fort Worth, a few higher.
Canners and cutters drew $6 to
£9. Bulls sold from $7 to $11, with
best heavies around $12.

‘Good and choice slaughter calves
sold largely at $13 to $16.50, and
common to medium offerings drew
$9 to $12, and cull sorts sold from
$7 to $8.
