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“ Survival of the Fittest" Appears to Be the General
/

Theme of Babson Predictions of the Coming Year
1. General Business. Despite 

wails from some quarters, 1954 
saw a drop in the average Physical 
Volume of only 5% from the re­
cord year 1953. 1955 could see a 
rise of about the same amount. 
Certainly, the direction of busi­
ness until mid-1955 will be upward.

2. Businessmen Will Wake Up.
During 1954 many businessmen 
rediscovered the meaning of the 
word “ competition.” Sales will 
continue to be made only with real 
effort in most lines.

3. Consumption Outlook. Con­
sumption in a number of lines has 
been proceeding at a more rapid 
rate than has production. I fore­
cast a better record in early 1955 
for both steel and automobiles.

4. Textile Industry. Textile 
industry operated at extremely 
low levels throughout most of ’54. 
Coal and railroad equipment also 
exerted a strong downpull. I fore­
cast that the textile and coal in­
dustry will be in. a recovery phase 
after their long stay in the dol­
drums.

5. Private Construction. I fore­
cast that home building and gen­
eral construction will be somewhat 
lower in 1955 than in 1954, but 
this important industry should 
still operate at high levels next 
year.

6. Public Construction. I fore­
cast that public construction wrill 
increase during 1955. This should 
mean a rise in the output of ce­
ment.

7. Agricultural Equipment. This 
industry has been suffering from 
a decline in demand, but should 
now improve. Government-sponsor­
ed planting curtailment and crop 
loans have reducted free supplies, 
and may make for higher agricul­
tural prices later in 1955.

8. Armament Industry. T h e
armament industry will still be 
one of the main floors beneath the 
economy. The electrical and che­
mical industries will move at a 
rate close to that of 1954.

9. Other Industries. I am some 
what optimistic on clothing, air­
craft manufacturing, air-line trans­
portation, office equipment, elec­
tricity output, petroleum produc­
tion, natural gas, and shoes. I am 
also fairly bullish on rubber, pap­
er, electrical equipment, certain 
types of building, and nonferrous 
metals.

10. Weather Conditions. It is
foolish for me to attempt to fore­
cast rains, droughts, frosts, etc., 
for any special section. However, 
taking the nation as a whole, I 
look for better weather in 1955.

11. Retail Sales. I forecast that 
the outlook for retail sales is en­
couraging, at least through the 
first half of 1955.

12. Profits. Stiffening compe­
tition is chipping away at the pro­
fit margin. Return on invested 
capital is in a long-term down­
trend. The first few years after 
World War II were the golden 
years for the novice in business 
and for the inefficient. Those days I 
are gone for a while.

13. Selectivity. Higher labor 
and other costs, plus intensified 
competition, will continue during 
1955. I forecast a high degree of 
selectivity in the effect of this 
trend on individual activities anc1 
companies. Victory will be for the; 
nimble and for the strong!

14. Dividends. Recent high ex­
penditures for new plant and ma­
chinery have left some concerns 
with very high depreciation charg­
es. As new capital commitments 
are cut and depreciation remains 
high, cash in-flow could expand. 
Such companies should be able to 
.pay out in dividends a higher per­
centage of earnings in 1955 than 
in recent years, notwithstanding a 
moderate profits shrinkage.

15. Inventories. Inventories have 
been permitted to run down dur­
ing 1954. As total business ex-' 
pands, there will be a tendency'to 
replace reduced stocks, especially 
during the first half of 1955. To­
tal manufacturers’ inventories, 
however, may build up more rapid­
ly than total business inventories.
I forecast that total wholesale and 
total retail inventories will show 
little change from 1954 levels.
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16. Prices of manufactured goods.
Even with the expected pickup in 
demand, I see no sharp markup in 
industrial prices next year. Over­
all supplies are generally ample. 
Hence, I forecast that industrial 
prices in 1955 will show little 
change from recent levels.

17. Food Prices. Food prices may 
firm later in 1955. The strong 
move into Government crop loans 
this year has made free supplies 
of most agricultural items less 
burdensome. I forecast that new 
advertising programs by canners 
and other great food distributors 
will help farmers, stock raisers, 
and fruit growers.

18. Consumer Income. Consumer 
income will hold at satisfactory 
levels. Most goods should move' 
readily into consuming channels.

19. Living Costs. I forecast that 
during 1955 living costs will show 
little over-all change from present 
levels. There may be some firming 
during the first half, but the late 
months may again witness a mi­
nor softening.

20. Rents, Etc. I forecast rental 
expenses may edge somewhat 
higher; clothing costs should be 
steady to moderately higher. 
There is small chance that food 
expenses can be greatly reduced.

21. Money Supplies. I forecast 
that money supplies will be ample 
for all legitimate business needs 
during 1955. With little likelihood 
of business getting out of hand on 
the upside, credit easing is more 
likely than credit curtailment in 
1955.

22. Inflation. Fears, or perhaps 
hopes, of an inflationary boom 
should be buried. Barring outbreak 
of war, our productive capacity is 
sufficiently large to meet all de­
mands for goods. I forecast that 
no runaway inflation is probable, 
even if the money managers in­
crease the supply of money or ease 
credit.

23. Interest Rates. Until the 
Treasury finds a way to balance 
the budget, bold business at high 
levels and unemployment at a mi­
nimum, I forecast little likelihood 
of higher interest rates.

24. Bond Prices. With the possi­
ble exception of tax-free bonds, I 
see no reason for increased bond 
prices in 1955. I forecast an in­
crease in the issuance of tax-free 
revenue bonds.

25. Stock Prices. After so sharp 
a rise, the market could have a 
reaction; but I am forecasting no 
crash in 1955 such as we had in 
1929. In fact, the situation chang­
ed for the better October 11, 1954.

26. Wages. I forecast that the 
wage trend in organized industry 
will continue to move higher at 
least in the first half of 1955. Dur­
ing the first half year, when busi­
ness will be improving, the labor 
chieftains will also be quick to re­
sort to the strike weapon.

27. Other Labor Gains. I forecast 
that the heavy guns of the labor 
bigwigs will be trained on the 
guaranteed annual wage, shorter 
work week, and more pensions. 
With a better congressional con­
trol of appointments to the Na­
tional Labor Relations Board, the. 
decisions of that body will swing 
more toward labor than toward 
management.

28. New Inventions. These will 
mostly be a labor-saving type. I 
forecast a marked increase in au-

Schleicher Review of the Year 
Gleaned From Success Files

As we come to the close of 1954, 
the editors of the Eldorado Success 
are able to look back over copies 
of the papers published during 
those 52 weeks and come up with 
a fairly accurate resume -of the 
activities of Schleicher county.

1954 was the year, when for a 
time we thought the drouth was 
broken . . . then we slipped back 
into it and as of now it seems drier 
than ever.

1954 has seen oil activity slow 
down in Schleicher county and la­
bor opportunities decrease. Sever­
al empty business houses on main 
street and “ for rent” signs on a 
number of residences are ample 
evidence of a gradual slow-down 
all along the line. It is not just the 
drouth— it’s a nationwide trend.

We expected in 1954 to see a 
new $2 million gasoline plant go 
up in Hulldale. But we looked for 
it in 1953 too, and it hasn’t mater­
ialized yet. Oil men say it has got 
to be built sometime; so we will 
go on looking forward to it in 1955.

In spite of these few gloomy 
observations, business has been 
pretty good in Eldorado for those 
who stayed wdth it. The building 
business has been good and there 
was no time during the year when 
there wasn’t at least three- new 
residences under construction.

The following paragraphs are 
made up of some of the spot items 
reported in the Success for the 
past twelve months. The dates giv­
en are the dates of the issue in 
which the item appeared.

January
7. Sealed bids are asked for 

construction of new Baptist par­
sonage.

Gold star, top 4-H award pre­
sented to Ronnie Mittel. L. Moore 
house in Reynolds entered and 
robbed during the week. (They 
never found out who-dunnit.) 
Southern Geophysical sends 16- 
man crew to Eldorado. Candidates 
begin announcing . . . political 
year is on. Case Ranch sells Here- 
fords to Baldwin buyer.

14. With a political year under 
way, there was a brisk sale of poll 
taxes at the county collector’s of­
fice. Five more candidates came 
in with announcements— Potter, 
Edmiston, Halbert, White and Wil­
liams. Sinclair was getting ready 
to drill their second well in the 
Reynolds community. The first 
was drilled in 1953; the second 
(also a producerj in 1954. So we 
suopose their third one in that 
area will come up in 1955. Wildcat 
tests were urnUr way on the Sauer 
and Teele sections.

21. Commissioners set salaries 
and complete first-of-the-year bu­
siness. Over 8800 in loot stolen 
from dr-no and jewelry s+ore here. 
Mr. and Mrs. C. A. Graves prepare 
to observe goUen wedding anni­
versary. New two-way radio com­
munication s vs tern nut in opera­
tion at sheriffs office.

New Court To Take Over 
Sometime Early In January

Of interest to everyone in this 
community is the change-over in 
the county administration which 
will take place sometime early in 
January. Three new county com­
missioners and a new county judge 
will take over when the term of 
the present court expires.

While there apparently is a 
state law which declares that new 
officers shall be sworn in on Jan­
uary 1st “ or as soon thereafter as 
possible” it has been the custom 
in Schleicher county for years to 
make the change on the day of the 
first regular meeting in January 
—which in this case will be Mon­
day, January 10. It is more than 
likely that the old and new courts 
will follow established custom and 
make the change on that day.

W. R. Bearce will be judge of the 
new court, and the three new com­
missioners will be: Jim Williams 
of precinct one, Walter Pope of 
precinct two, and M. L. Potter of 
precinct four. Commissioner Car­
rol White of precinct three was the 
only incumbent on the court to sur­
vive the elections of 1954. Two 
others were defeated in their bids 
for re-election and one did not 
choose to run.

Four-Year Terms
In the November general elec­

tion the people of Texas adopted 
a state constitutional amendment 
providing for four-year terms for 
county officers. The new system 
provides for a staggered system of 
terms and in order to start off the 
plan we find several of the officers 
still with a 2-year term to go. 
Those drawing the short terms 
are: the Sheriff, and commission­
ers of precinct one and precinct 
three— Sweatt, Williams, and 
White. The county attorney, T. P. 
Robinson, is also a short-termer. 
Beginning in 1956 all will be elect­
ed for four-years terms.

Those who are already starting 
in January are: W. R. (Dick) 
Bearce, newly elected county judge; 
Patton Enochs, re-elected as county 
clerk; Mabel Parker, re-elected as 
county treasurer; Walter Pope, 
newly-elected commissioner of pre­
cinct three; M. L. Potter, newly- 
elected commissioner of precinct 
four.

The system of staggered terms 
is somewhat the same as that of 
members of the school board and 
city council. It will never again be 
possible for voters in any Texas 
county to rise up in wrath and 
“ clean out the courthouse”—there 
will always be several hold-overs.

Report made on 4-H Lamb and 
Sheep Show.

11. School board announces ex­
tension of contract to Supt. Hol­
comb up to 1957. Terrific sand and 
dust storm reported in which Mil­
ligans are marooned between here 
and Angelo. Jess Thompson and 
Reynolds came out as commission­
er candidates. Roy Taylor opens 
Sinclair Station. Congregational 
Methodists buy lot on which to 
erect church.

18. Contract for new Bapist par­
sonage is awarded to Wm. Camer­
on & Co. This issue reports the 
funeral of Mrs. A. L. Stewardson. 
Lions announce they are going to 
stage a womanless wedding. Henry 
Moore of this county is elected 
president of Aberdeen Assn.

25. Mexican ranch hand found 
dead on the Tom Henderson ranch. 

^Another Mexican who had been his 
working partner was found to 
have skipped the country and was 
never located. Rev. Bruce resigns 
as Presbyterian pastor and pre­
pares to leave for Ft. Worth. Wo­
manless wedding coming up to­
morrow, say the Lions. No mention 
of rain up to this time.

March
4. Sonora and Eldorado Lions 

have joint meeting here. This is­
sue reported the death of Gladys 
Patton. Presbyterians appoint pul­
pit committee. Funeral conducted 
here for Manuel Garzo, the murder 
victim.

11. Car wreck proves fatal to 
Sue Kinser, local high school stu­
dent. Willie Leo Ivy, 19, former 
Eldorado boy killed near Sheffield 
—also a car accident victim.

SCS DISTRICT 
RELEASES FIGURE 
ON '54 RAINFALL

Farmers and ranchers of the 
Eldorado-Divide SCD have just 
finished another year with very 
little rainfall. Rainfall for the 
Schleicher County part of the Dis­
trict varied by localities. The 
gauge on the courthouse lawn had 
13.31 inches of rain recorded for 
the year. The gauge at T. F. Og­
lesby’s ranch, 18 miles west of El­
dorado, was the highest with a re­
cording of 14.85 inches for the 
year. The J. F. Runge gauge at 
his ranch, 16 miles north of Eldo­
rado, was the lowest for the year 
with a total of 8.45 for the year.

The average for the district for 
the entire year of 1954 totals 12.20 
inches.

The average for the 14 year 
period 1941 through 1954 is 15.64 
inches.

From a record standpoint the 
above records amount to very lit­
tle. However, the benefits can b© 
great by fully realizing that beg­
inning another year without mois­
ture means doing everything we 
can to hold all the rainfall we get 
where it falls throughout the year 
in order to produce maximum, 
crops.

LOGS DISTILLATE

Dave R. Harris (formerly H.W. 
E. Erskine) No. 1 Mrs. K. L. Har­
ris, in 65-25-H&TC, 3-4-mile north 
outpost to production in the Toe­
nail (Strawn) field of Schleicher 
County, 10 miles SE of Christoval, 
recovered two feet of distillate on 
a drillstem test in the Harkey sand 
early this week.

Phillips Extends Toe 
Nail Field In County

The Toe Nail (Strawn) field of 
Schleicher County has been extend­
ed M-mile west of the No. 2 Har­
ris with the completion of the Phil­
lips Petroleum Co. No. 4-C Harris 
in 74-H-GH&SA, 12 miles north- 
east of Hulldale.

The No. 4-C Harris was finaled 
for a calculated daily flowing po­
tential of 120 barrels of 37.5 gravi­
ty oil plus an unreported amount 
of water. Gas-oil ration was 1025.

Potential was based on an actual 
18-hour gauge of 89.73 barrels of 
oil through a 14-64-inch choke and 
perforations between 5,256-262 feet 
in 5%-inch casing set at 5,270 feet. 
Top of pay was picked at 5,216 
feet on derrick floor elevation of 
2,388 feet. Pay section was acidiz­
ed with 75 gallons.

Tubing pressure was 300 pounds; 
with packer on casing.

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Outlook For Livestock 
Feeds And Hay In 1955

College Station, Texas — Live­
stock feeds and hays in 1955 are 
expected to cost Texas farmers 
about the same as this year.

Prices of high protein feeds will 
probably hold steady and the cost 
of cottonseed meal probably will 
rise this winter and continue high 
into 1955, predicts John G. Mc- 
Haney, extension agricultural eco­
nomist. A rather marked difference 
in prices of individual feeds is on 
the ’55 horizon.

By individual feeds the economist 
sees it this way: Shipments of hay 
to Texas will continue for the du­
ration of the drouth. Hay supplies 
for the nation as a whole are a- 
bove last year. But supplies in the 
Southwest are very short.

Corn — The ’54 corn crop does 
not meet total requirement and 
later in the marketing year, prices 
probably will rise above those of 
a year earlier.

Sorghum grain. The 8,900,000 
acre harvest of grain sorghums 
this year in the U. S. was the third 
largest in history. With a normal 
growing season in ’55 prices prob­
ably will not improve.

Oats and barley. Oat supplies 
are near record levels. Prices for 
this commodity and for barley are 
expected to average lower than 
normal in relation to the price of 
corn. High production again this 
year paves the way to a depressed 
market for oats next year.

The district provides a 
medium through which the farm­
ers and agencies may coordinate 
their efforts in effecting sound 
land use adjustments, changes in 
farming and ranching systems; 
and the introduction of supporting 
practices necessary to bring about; 
improved agricultural, economical 
and social conditions within the 
district.

Districts do not aim toward po­
wer, but rather to bring about 
widespread understanding of the 
needs for soil and water conserva­
tion and to aclimate the efforts of 
public and private organization and 
agencies into a united front to 
combat soil erosion.
Drouth Insurance

One of the best insurance poli­
cies you can have against these 
dry and hot summers is to follow 
a sound soil and water conserva­
tion program upon your land. The 
light rains we do receive can be 
lengthened. In some cases earlier 
maturing crops can be planted and 
the stubble residue left on the sur­
face to break the rain drop, reduce 
erosion and keep the ground from 
getting so hot and thereby reduce 
evaporation of our limited rainfall. 
Yes, many of us need more drouth 
insurance.

Most Livestock Lost Again In ’54
Fort Worth — Livestock produ­

cers of Texas and the Southwest 
again felt the effects of searing 
drouth in 1954, and while there 
were some areas of improvement, 
most livestock lost ground again.

A comparison of prices this 
week with a year ago. reveals fed 
steers selling to better advantage 
than a year ago, and fat lambs 
steady. Bulls also held steady. 
However, all other kinds of live­
stock are at lower levels a check 
of prices at Fort Worth revealed.

A year ago good and choice fed 
steers and yearlings topped at $18 
to $23, and comparable cattle to­
day sell from $19 to $24, a few to 
$25. Lower grade steers and year­
lings a year ago drew $10 to $17, 
and comparable kinds are $1 above 
that now.

Butcher cows at $10.50 to $13 a 
year ago and canners and cutters 
at $6 to $10 in December 1953, 
were around $1 above current 
values on comparable kinds. Bulls 
at $8 to $13 a year ago command 
the same values today.

Slaughter calves of good and 
choice grades sold readily at $18 
to $20 a year ago, and similar cal­
ves average around 50 cents under 
that with some fairly good kinds 
$1 below last year’s levels. Some 
additional discount in returns from 
calf sales this year can be charged 
to grubs which are much worse 
this year than last. Lower grade 
calves are fully $1 under a year 
ago.

Most marked improvement in 
the trade was in stocker and feed­
er cattle and calves. Choice feeder 
and stocker steer calves quotable 
at $19 to $21 at Fort Worth today, 
are $1 to $2 above a year ago, and 
feeder steers and yearlings quot­
able today in a similar range are 
$1 to $3 ahead of last year at this 
time. A supporting factor in the 
cattle and calf trade all this year 
was the strength in stockers and 
feeders and this class has averag­
ed fully $1 to $3 and at times $4 
or more above the low periods in 
late summer and fall in 1953.

Quiet demand for stocker cow's 
this year at prices somewhat above 
their slaughter value has been 
evident throughout the season, 
whereas in late summer and fall 
of 1953 stocker cows demand was
virtually nil.
Feeder Lambs, Older Sheep Lower

Fat lambs topped at $19 at Fort 
Worth Monday and that matched 
the fat lambs top of a year ago. 
However, slaughter ewes quoted 
at $5 to $6.50 this week are $1 be­
hind a year earlier. Feeder lambs 
sold at $12 to $16, and load lots of. 
fleshy shearing lambs were quo­
table to $17 here Monday, this 
averages about $1 under a year 
ago.

December average prices of fat 
lambs have been around $1 or more 
under a year earlier, along with 
most other sheep and lambs, but the 
small improvement of the past 
few days, coupled with a reverse 
at the same date last year caused

Check Fruit Trees 
Before Pruning

College Station — Observe care­
fully the number of fruit buds on 
trees before pruning the orchard 
this winter, advises B. G. Hancock, 
extension horticulturist.

Hancock says unfavorable wea­
ther has caused subnormal termi­
nal growth on fruit bearing trees 
this season in all of Texas. Gen­
erally, fruit trees, especially peach, 
have set only a light crop of buds 
for next year. Where this condition 
prevails, very little pruning will 
be necessary, says the specialist.

A tree having few buds needs 
only to be thinned to remove dead 
or diseased wood. Do not ‘“head 
back” trees under these conditions, 
Hancock cautions.

Commercial nursery are having 
many of the same difficulties as 
home orchardists and nursery 
stock presently is scarce. Han­
cock advises growers who plan to 
set out new stock to make their 
orriorg now to assure delivery.

When all pruning is complete, 
another close check of the orchard 
is recommended-—this time for San 
Jose scale. Entomologists in East 
Texas report only light scale in­
festations. Still, they say it will 
pay to use a standard dormant 
spray—three gallons of 97% oil 
emulsion in 100 gallons of water. 

, Every inch of bark should be cov­
ered to give the most effective 
control.

TEXAS BLUEBONNET
The state flower of Texas is the bluebonnet, also called buffalo 

clover, wolf flower. It was adopted by the State Legislature at the 
request of the Society of Colonial Dames of America in Texas. 
Lupinus subcarnosus is closely related and is accepted also as the 
state flower in those parts of the state where it grows. More than 
4000 species of wild flowers grow in Texas, and the State Highway 
Department plant some of these along their highways.

other marvelous changes in pro­
duction methods.

29. Employment. Unemployment 
outlook is brighter, since business 
will be on the upgrade during the 
first half. I forecast that local and 
seasonal unemployment will still 
prove a knotty problem.

30. Failures. The salient business 
characteristic of 1955 will be bit­
ter competition. Many companies 
already weakened by competitive 
conditions will no longer be able 
to keep afloat. I forecast a rise ir. 
both the number and the total 
value of failures during 1955.

31. Mergers. I forecast that mer­
gers and consolidations will be en­
couraged by federal officials, if. 
by merging, a weak company can 
be saved. But while every effort 
will be made to prevent bankrupt­
cies, Washington will frown on 
large mergers and consolidations.

32. General Real Estate Sales.
The time is already past due when 
real estate prices should have been 
falling. Only a fear of World War 
III and easy credit have prevent­
ed this. Therefore, I forecast that 
a downturn in prices cannot long 
be postponed.

33. Uranium Craze. The greatest 
speculation will take place in the 
seeking and trading of land with 
uranium prospects. This is now 
centered in Colorado, Utah, and vi­
cinity; but I forecast it will spread 
in a limited way to many other 
states and even to “ offshore” pro­
perty. It could exceed the gold 
rush of 1849. Another demand will 
be for woodlands which can be 
bought for a fsw dollars per acre.

34. Commercial Farms. These 
have suffered a decline in price as 
a result of the slump in agricultur­
al prices and farm incomes. Unless 
more will be done politically for 
the farmers next year, I forecast 
that the recent decline in commer­
cial farm prices may continue dur­
ing 1955. Subsistence farms on the 
fringes of larger cities should hold 
up well in price as migration to­
ward the suburbs continues.

35. Vacant Land In City Areas. 
With the exception of parking 
lots, city vacant land should ex­
perience a continued slow reduc­
tion in price during 1955; but no 
marked change in suburban vacant 
land, except for parking. I am very 
bullish on land anywhere suitable 
for parking.

36. Business Property. I foresee 
little hope for improvement for 
such property in the larger cities 
during 1955. Business property in 
the suburbs has not been so inflat­
ed, and therefore will not be so 
vulnerable to declines and high 
taxes.

37. Industrial Building. The con­
struction of new industrial plants 
gives every indication of continu­
ing to mark out a downward course 
during 1955. I forecast that the 
brightest spot on the construction 
horizon for next year is the pros­
pect for increased municipal con­
struction,—schools, hospitals, etc.

38. Residential Construction. The
building of new homes has held at 
very high levels during 1954. Al­
though I expect the trend of new 
home prices to be downward dur­
ing the year 1955, they will sti.il 
persist at very high figures, at 
least during the first half of the 
year. New homes will continue to 
be the choice of purchasers, even 
though older homes give better 
values.

39. Taxes. The Eisenhower Ad­
ministration has clearly recogniz­
ed that expanding business and in­
creased expenditures for plant and 
Equipment are the true sources for 
rising employment and more jobs. 
I forecast a continued aim during 
1955 will be to^have taxes aid busi­
ness—and thereby help employees 
to more and better jobs.

40. I n c o m e  Taxes. I forecast 
there will be no further relief, in 
1955, of the double-taxation fea­
ture on dividends or of the 25% 
capital gains tax. Furthermore, 
corporation income taxes will not 
be permitted to decline as sched­
uled next spring. I forecast that, 
unless business slumps more than 
I anticipate during late 1955, there 
will be no reduction in personal 
income taxes next year, except to 
correct some technical errors. Any 
relief for the individual “ small” 
taxpayer will be saved until the 
'election year, 1956.

41. Politics. The really big poli- 
political news in 1955 will not be 
made by the laws that will be en­
acted, but by the tremendous pre­
parations for the 1956 presidential 
campaign. Those who claim that 
President Eisenhower is at heart 
a liberal and will get along w’ell 
with a Democratic Congress should 
remember the lessons of politics.

42. World War HI. In my opin­
ion. the initiative in international 
affairs still rests with Russia. The 
Kremlin is not yet ready for an

all-out attack and no one in the 
West wants World War III. Malen­
kov is now pushing a “ Peace Of­
fensive.” I am referring here to 
the year 1955—over the long term,
I still feel that a major holocaust 
is inevitable, but I forecast no 
World War III in 1955.

43. Foreign Aid, Our foreign 
efforts during the year will con­
tinue to aim at plugging the leaks 
and building new dykes against 
the flooding tides from the East.
I forecast we will work hard to 
build up Europe, with Germany as 
the core; but Russia will make 
spectacular gains in the Far East, 
particularty in India.

44. Foreign Competition. As Ger­
many rearms and the Brussels 
Treaty Organization goes into 
gear, I forecast further improve­
ment in Europe. Competition from 
European manufacturers will, how­
ever, intensify. Reciprocal trade 
deals will be pushed. I would not 
be surprised to see a decline in our 
exports in 1955 and an increase in 
imports.

45. Churches and Charities. I
forecast that the spiritual awak­
ening which started in 1954 will 
continue into 1955 with an increase 
in Church members. This is a very 
important sign. Gifts to charities 
will also increase, due to the more 
liberal allowance on taxes, up to 
30%, provided 10% goes to chur­
ches, schools, or hospitals.

46. Travel and Sports. I forecast 
more money will be spent on travel 
and sports in 1955. This is becom­
ing an important new industry and 
should especially benefit Florida, 
California, Arizona, New Mexico, 
the Great Lakes Region, New Eng­
land, and the Northwest.

47. New Metals and Alloys. Next 
to air-conditioning, I expect great 
growth in the use of new metals 
and alloys. I forecast the rare-met- 
als stocks will be sought in 1955 as 
were the oils in 1954.

48. Advertising. I forecast busi-> 
ness spending in this field will in-' 
crease further in 1955. It not only 
is the salvation of individual busi­
nesses, but is the best stimulant 
for national prosperity.

49. Population. • I forecast the! 
population will continue to increase j 
during 1955, with a growing per- / 
centage of young people between J 
18 and 22. This means a greater [ 
demand for clothing, college edu- j 
cation, and especially for new 
school buildings.

50. Conclusion. Develop Faith, 
Meditation, Health, and Good j 
Works—with more attention to I 
your family—to create reserves 
for real trouble which some day! 
will come. Go To Church!
