Mrs. Murchison
Dies During Hight

Mrs. Sallie Murchison, age near-
ly 81, pioneer resident of Schlei-
cher County, was found dead in
her bed at 6:05 this morning,
Thusrday, July 5, 1956. She was
active up to the time of her death,
which is thought to have occurred
20 minutes earlier.

The funeral will be held at the
First Baptist Church of which she
was a member, the time to be set
when the local relatives hear from
the two out-of-town sons.

Sallie Bates was born to Mr. and
Mrs. F. C. Bates, Sr., August 21,
1875, in Lee County, Mississippi.
The dates of her birth and mar-
riage are recorded in an old family
Bible in which dates as far back
as 1824 are on record.

In 1876 she came with the fam-
ily from Mississippi to San An-
tonio. From there they moved to
Uvalde and a short time afterward
to Schleicher County. Her mother
died in 1905 and her father in
1931 at the age of 99%.

On March 11, 1896, she was mar-
ried to Hood Murchison. He was
Jjustice of the peace before Schlei-
cher Coutny was organized. He
died in 1900.

The Murchisons at first boarded
with Mr. and Mrs. Charlie West,
until they built their present home,
which was the first house built of
new lumber in Eldorado. Mrs. Mur-
chison reared her children here,
her son Herman making his home
of her
death.

One of the many scenes from

early days which she recalled was |

her description of the antelope
which came to the lake bed east of
her house for food and water,
there being no ‘houses to obstruct
her view.

She was active in community
work in the growing young town
and was a faithful church member
as long as her health permitted.

Surviving are three sons, Bob of
Chicago, Will of Hollywood, Cal.,
and Herman, at home; a brother,
Fency Bates, a hospital patient in
San Angelo; and two sisters, Mrs.
Will Hayes of Del Rio and Mrs.
Kurt Mayes of Los Angeles. - Two
sisters preceded her in death, and
her only grandson was killed in
World War I1.

Gaining more of the nation’s at-
tention is a problem that is becom-
ing more acute with each passing
year. The problem of floods in the
face of an acute shortage of water
supply is one of the great prob-
lems facing industry, agriculture,
and the city dweller today.

This situation is not confined to
the drought areas of the plains
country or southwest. It is quite
common to hear of floods in the
west, the east and midwest and
to later-read they are facing a

shortage of water. [

drilling more wells and deepening
others. This in the face of constant
lowering of their water table. Oth-
ers build large reservoirs to hold
more of the increasing runoff.
:Much of this increased runoff is
theavily silt laden from the Iand
{lying in the watershed. Formerly
a large porfion of this water was
caught and held by native vegeta-
tion until it could soak into the
ground.

As the cover of grass and other
vegetation is gradually lost from
the soil the runoff has increased.
Formerly part of this runoff soak-
ed into the ground to recharge the
water table. It also provided the
igrass with a more adequate supply
of water. A good cover of grass
with their roots running deep into
the ground provided an enormous
reservoir from which the plants
use for long periods.

With this loss of runoff of water
]is the greater loss of productive
soil. Sheet erosion is a sneak thief.
’It doesn’t take a really noticeable
amount of soil with each rain, but
over a good many years time it
takes enough of the soil to fill the
reservoirs with silt.

Public Law 566 authorizes the
Department of Agriculture to co-
operate with the different states
and local agencies in carrying out
works of improvement for water-
shed protection and flood preven-
ition. This public law recognizing
{the damage caused by floods to be
a menace to the health and welfare
provide a means of cooperation
and assistance in earrying out
jointly planned &o0il conservation
and flood control programs.

The guiding principle of this act
i{is that the local people and agen-
‘cies are to do all they can to _help
ithemselves and to ask the Secre-
'tary of Agriculture to supplement
'{their resources with only that part
']which they cannot pyovide to make
the project possible from resources
available-in the watershed and
state. Federal help under this act

ganizations to plan and install
needed water management, 5o0il
conservation and flood prevention
measures within small watersheds.
Included in this assistance is tech-

‘nical help in working out and ap-

plying a watershed work plan and
funds for the equitable federal
share of the costs of installation.
The maximum size of watershed
that can be treated is 250,000 acres:

The Soil Conservation Service
and the local Soil Conservation
districts do not claim that their
watershed program will entirely

Many cities meet the problem by |eliminate floods. It is their posi-

tion that more and better use of
our rainfall can be made by proper
use of our land. Most of us know
it to be an established fact that you
hold more of a rainfall on the land
by constructing terraces, farming
on the .contour, leaving a large
amount of .stubble, growing Ile-
gumes and maintaining, through
proper use and deferred grazing,
a good cover of grass on the -land.

This is, combined with small
detention dams, what we call flood
prevention. It won’t hold back all
of the water but it will take the
peak off of floods. It is designed
to keep as much rainfall as pos-
sible where it falls. This is where
it will grow a good crop of feed,
grass or cotton—where it will
make the most money for you. It’s
rapid runoff that creates floods.

Good conservation treatment of
your watershed means a more
stable and uniform flow of water
into downstream reservoirs. The
upstream detention dams and land
treatment provides control of silt.
Cities using from downstream re-
servoirs are provided with a clean-
er source of water. Rainfall that
goes into the ground means a more
stable watershed and underground
water table.

Small flood control detention
dams in the upper reaches of a
watershed means a longer and
more effective life for downstream
reservoirs. Proper land use within
these watersheds holds the soil
down and retards siltation of water
supply reservoirs.

Part of the Eldorado - Divide
Soil Conservation district lies with-
in'the Upper San Saba River water
shed. Considerable interest is be-
ing shown in the watershed pro-
teetion program being carried out
in the 'Concho Soil
District at Eden and the Brady-
San Saba district at Brady. Here
the . conservation treatment of
small watersheds combined with
flood control detention dams is
reducing the threat of damage to

Now that millions of people are
taking their summer vacations and
driving about the country, automo-
bile accidents are occurring with
increasing frequency. When in-
volved in an accident, it is hard to
keep your wits about you and know
just what to do.

It is therefore a‘good idea to
plan in advance just what you
would do in event of a smash-up.
Here are a few simple rules that
every driver should commit to
memory:

1. Stop! Failure to stop can re-
sult in serious criminal conse-
quences.

2. Render aid. If anyone is in-
jured: (1) Render first aid. (2) Stop
' bleeding. (3) Call a doctor or an+
}ambulance' or both. (4) Do not
move an injured person in any
way that could possibly add to his
injury.

3. Protect the scene from further
damage. You may be liable for
damages to approaching drivers,
unless they are properly warned.
If the highway is obstructed at
night, have someone turn his head-
light beams on the wrecked ve-
hicles.

' 4. Call an officer. Rolicemen,

last week after final approval by

the House three days earlier. It’s
a 13-year, $33 billion highway buil-
ding program, the biggest of its
kind in the Nation’s history.

The financing will come from a
1-cent raise in gasoline tax plus
new levies on’ other fuels, tires,
tread rubber, trucks, buses and
trailers.

It is claimed the average motor-
ist, aside from truckers, buses, etc.,
will pay an average of less than
$10 per year for this self-financing
deal.

The master plan is to build a
41,000-mile interstate system of
super-highways linking the Atlan-
‘tic and Pacific, the Canadian bor:
der and the Gulf and Mexican bor-
der. Most of-these will be four
lanes or more.

Uncle Sam will foot about 90%
of the bill for the interstate sys-
tem. Also, there is a three-year
"program for federal aid highways
loutside the interstate part, for
which the states and federal gov-
ernment will share the cost 50-50.

Austin.—Politicians are waving
their banners. Party leaders seek
to rally ‘their cohorts. But right
now Texans are far more con-
cerned about water.

Farm and city dwellers alike
are hard hit. Years of drouth have
added up. Sizzling summer tem-
peratures, unabated since the last
of May, have finished off crop
prospects for 1956 in many areas.
Few expect relief before the end
.of summer. Most despaired some
itime ago of rains that would
“really break” the drouth.

In Austin and elsewhere atten-
ition focused on the aften-bitter
scrambles for dwindling stream-
flows. Prolonged and frequently
heated testimony has been heard
by the State Board of Water En-
gineers on water rights from the
proposed Canyon Dam in South
Central Texas. San Antonio sought
permission to take 100,000 acre
feet of water annually from the
dam. It is the only way, said San
Antonio officials, that the city can
meet its future water needs.

Guadalupe Blanco River Auth-
,ority strenuously opposed the re-
iques’c. Joined by citizens of some
-20 small towns in the area GBRA
icontended that the city allocation
i would not leave enough for down-
stream users, nor enough to oper-
’ate a hydro-electric plant. Testi-
‘mony is expected to continue for
1 several weeks. Ultimate decision
'probably will set a precedent for
future controversies.

Farther south, the Rio Grande
reached its lowest point since it
stopped flowing completely in
1953. Falcon Dam was shut down,
and a watermaster was appointed
to ration the dwindling supply
among Valley cities.

Legislators making up the state
water resources committee came
out wit han idea for the future.
They proposed a $100,000,000
Texas Water Development Fund.
Controversy over whether to fin-
ance water conservation by an ad-
valorem or water-use tax defeated
the program last session.

This new approach of financing
through bonds would by-pass the
difficulty, said proponents. But it
would take a long time. First,
legislative action; then a constitu-
tional amendment by the people.
' Meanwhile farmers are leaving
their parched fields and looking
for work in town to support their
families.

Reason given by analysts
is ' overproducing and overselling
by many automobile and appliance
makers last year.

Schleicher County Agricultural Agen'tJ

by Tiny Goduise

Wool producers will get an in-
centive payment of 44.9% of the
net proceeds of wool marketed in
the 1955 marketing year. 5

Checks totaling $192,607.39 will
be mailed Schleicher County pro-
ducers in the very near future.
This will be the net amount after
1 cent a pound has been taken out
for the promotion of wool and 5
cents a head for lambs and year-
lings marketed in the wool for
promotion of lamb. These provis-
sions carried in a nationwide vote
by sheep producers in 1955.

The national average price to
producers for shorn wool market-
ed during the 1955 marketing year
(April 1, 1955 through March 31,
1956) has been reported by the
Agricultural Marketing Service as
42.8 cents per pound, grease basis.
This national price to producers is
19.2 cents a pound below the an-
nounced incentive level for the
1955 marketing year of 62 cents a
pound.

To determine the amount of the

incentive payment due any produc-
er on the wool he marketed during
the 1955 marketing year, the incen-
tive payment rate (44.9%) will be
applied to “the net proceeds re-
ceived by the producer for his
wool. For example, if the producer
sold 1,000 pounds of wool which
netted him 55 cents per pound, he
had net-proceeds of $550. $550 x
44.9% (the incentive rate) equals

$246.95 which is the incentive pay-

ment eh will receive.

The rates of payment on lambs
and yearlings sold for slaughter, in
the wool, during the 1955 market-
ing year will be 77 cents per hun-
dredweight of live animals. This
payment rate was ‘determined by

multiplying the average weight Ofi
; wool per hundredweight of animals |

(5 pounds) by 80% of 19.2 cents,
which is_the difference between
the incentive level of 62 cents a
pound and the national average
price of 42.8 cents per pound.

Since the national average re-
turn to producers of 82.2 cents
a pound for mohair sold during the
1955 marketing year was 12.2 ecents
a pound above the announced sup-
port level of 70 cents a pound, no
payment will be made to producers
on the basis of mohair marketed
during the 1955 marketing year.
This incentive payment is paid
for from the duties levied on wool
from foreign countries, the import
duty being about 28 cents a pound
for all wool coming into the U. S.
The United States is only produec-
ing 30% of the wool needed for
its domestic needs of 300,000 Ilbs.

The word incentive, according
to Webster, means that which in-
cites, or determines an action or
motive. That is true of the wool
incentive payment as it is set up.
An incentive determines action in
sheep selection and wool prepara-
tion.

Schleicher County ranchmen
have come a long way making good
headway the past few years in
sheep selection and- wool prepar-
ation.

The first step is in the fall be-
fore breeding season. Ewes should
be selected for length of staple,
size, open face, fineness of wool,
density—the characteristics that
are desirable in wool and lamb
production. These ewes are the
select class of the flock or the
blue eews. The second class are
ewes that do not meet all the above
cahracteristics to the fullest and
are branded red. The bottom class
or green, are those ewes that are
coarse in fleece, small, defective

‘in udder or wool, blind, or other

defects.

Now the rams are selected the
same way and are bred according-
ly. Top rams with top ewes, red
rams with red ewes and the green
‘rams. with green branded ewes, If

any cross breeding is to be done—
these bottom ewes should be used.
All different calsses should be
grazed in separate pastures.

All replacements should be made
out of the top group and 15-20%
of the best of the red class. The
green ewes should be replaced
first and as many of the red class
as possible. bl |

Two powerful factors have been
put to work and are working in an
orderly and systematic system of
selection—the law of genetics and
the law of averages. Only in sel-
ective breeding can these factors
work for the producer to the ful-
lest.

A good sheep selection program
and wool preparation program is
the incentive for top prices in
wool and mutton production.

The hospital - for handicapped
children at Ottine, Texas, which is
operated by the Elks lodge, has
openings for handicapped children,
Son Allison of Sonora réported this
week. The hospital is now caring
for about half the number that the
staff and facilities allow, and phy-
sically handicapepd children who
can be helped can apply for ad-
mittance.

Treatment at the Elks hospital
costs the parents nothing, Allison
pointed out. Mexican or white
children up to the age of 14 are
admitted, and the minimum age
for cerebral palsy victims is six
years. There is to minimum age
for other applicants provided a
physician certifies they can be
helped by the hospitalization and
treatments.
