Commissioners discuss EMS funding formula
With commissioners and ambu­

lance service members disagreeing 
over exactly what funding plan 
Schleicher County enacted last 
year for the EMS, County Clerk 
Peggy Williams went to the min­
utes of a June, 1997 meeting to re­
solve the matter. According to min­
utes, the Commissioners court 
voted to give the ambulance ser­
vice $5,000 per month from the 
Health Services Sales Tax.

The Commissioners believed 
they had agreed to fund the EMS 
“up to $5,000.00” per month, pro­
vided the sales tax generated that 
much money. In months when the

tax generated more, the county 
would keep the surplus and use it 
to fund indigent care, and other 
health related expenses. However, 
if the sales tax failed to produce 
$5,000.00, then the ambulance ser­
vice would only receive the amount 
of the tax.

After Williams reported the de­
tails of the minutes of the earlier 
meeting, Commissioner Bill Clark 
asked that the issue be placed on 
the agenda for the next meeting 
when the entire court could be 
present.

On hand for this week’s meet- 
ing were Commissioners Johnny

m achine gunners strafed the 
beach around him , a young 
A m erican so ld ier concluded 
that help w asn’t com ing.

“I’ll be back in a few minutes 
with help.”

Then, with a knife in his 
teeth and an M -l carbine in his 
hands the young man rolled 
over the mound of earth which 
had protected them all from the 
fusillade.

Bill would end public access to handgun permit holders
Texans would be able to carry 

a concealed handgun without 
anyone’s knowledge except law 
enforcement agencies under a bill 
that gained tentative approval in the 
Texas House last week. The mea­
sure, which is an amendment to a 
larger bill that authorizes the con­
tinued operation of the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety, passed 
on a 76-68 vote.

If approved by another House 
vote, the bill then would head to the 
Senate, which already has stamped 
its approval on the DPS bill.

“This is nobody’s business ex­
cept you and law-enforcement agen­
cies,” the sponsor Rep. Suzanna 
Gratia Hupp, R-Lampasas, told The 
Dallas Morning News.

Under current law residents can 
submit a person’s name and ZIP 
code along with a $5 fee and find 
out whether the person has a per­
mit to carry a concealed handgun. 
Hupp said that public access allows 
stalkers and criminals to prey on 
victims who are not armed.

Another gun-related bill that bans 
most local government lawsuits 
against gun makers and sellers passed 
the House and was sent to Gov. 
George W. Bush for final approval 
last week. A Bush spokesman told 
the Morning News the governor 
plans to sign the legislation. Spon­
sored by Rep. Rick Green, D-Drip- 
ping Springs, the bill allows govern­
mental suits against gun makers to 
be filed only by the attorney general 
or with the Legislature’s approval.

Diabetes in kids targeted
Participants in an international 

one-day workshop last week in 
Austin called for the development 
of a statewide strategy to address 
what health officials believe may 
be an epidemic of type 2 diabetes

in children.
The May 14 workshop, 

prompted by Gov. Bush, was co­
sponsored by the Texas Depart­
ment of Health and Juvenile Dia­
betes Foundation (JDF) Interna­
tional to find ways to combat a ris­
ing incidence of type 2 diabetes in 
youth in Texas.

“No one knows what causes dia­
betes,” said Dr. William R. Archer, 
Texas Commissioner of Health, “but 
we know there is a link between in­
creased obesity in kids and in­
creased type 2 diabetes in kids.”

Dr. Robert Goldstein, research 
vice president for JDF, said Texas’ 
approach to dealing with the in­
creased incidence of type 2 diabe­
tes in children could become a 
model for the rest of the country.

Type 2 diabetes is marked by an 
inability to properly use insulin to 
control blood sugar levels.

AG revives Triads
Texas Attorney General John 

Comyn signed a statewide Triad 
agreement May 17 and pledged 100 
additional Triads by the end of the 
year 2000. Comyn was joined by 
state law enforcement officials and 
American Association of Retired 
Persons (AARP) representatives in 
signing the agreement that recog­
nizes and re-establishes Triads cur­
rently operating statewide.

Triads are groups of local law 
enforcement officials and older or 
retired citizens working together to 
prevent crimes against the elderly.

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Texas leads the nation with 100 
Triads. More than 600 operate na­
tionwide.

Other Highlights
• Secretary of State Elton 

Bomer intends to secure $25 mil­
lion to fund water and sewer con­
nections for about 100,000 
colonias residents along the 1,248- 
mile Texas-Mexico border. If fund­
ing for the TEXAS Plan is ap­
proved, nearly one-third of the 
state’s 400,000 colonias residents 
would be eligible for service.

• Texas Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Rylander revised her bien­
nial revenue estimate May 13, and 
told the Texas Legislature and Gov. 
Bush an additional $807 million in 
revenue would be available.

• Texas Parks and Wildlife has 
started a lifejacket loaner program 
for children through a cooperative 
effort with BOAT US Foundation. 
Life jackets will be loaned to par­
ents for children to use until they 
are outgrown.

• Beginning next year, state 
employees could take off May 31 
for Cesar Chavez Day, the first 
Texas holiday honoring a His­
panic. The Texas Legislature last 
week approved designating the day 
as an optional holiday in honor of 
the Arizona native who fought for 
fair wages and safe working con­
ditions for farm workers.

• Texas Land Commissioner 
David Dewhurst last week referred 
107 houses located entirely on Texas 
public beaches to the attorney gen­
eral to take appropriate action under 
the Texas Open Beaches Act. The 
houses shifted onto the beach due to 
coastal erosion caused by storms.

The Fire Museum of Texas
Texas has a number of museums 

with fire-fighting equipment on 
display, but Beaumont has the of­
ficial Fire Museum of Texas. It's 
located in an old downtown fire 
house and contains fire wagons 
dating back 150 years. Visitors see 
the 1856 hand drawn tub pumper, 
the 1879 Silsby Steamer, the 1909 
American La France Aerial Ladder 
and the 1923 American La France 
Pumper.

Linda Gaudio, curator of the 
museum, will gladly let you ring 
an old fashioned fire bell, show you 
how a fire was reported a hundred 
years ago or play you a tape record­
ing of a realistic fire call. Visitors 
can also hear a progression of si­
rens.

"You'd be surprised how many 
people want to be a fireman and 
they've held on to something that 
somebody in their family had used 
as a volunteer fire fighter or a fire­
man," says Linda. "They bring 
things down here to loan or give to 
the museum."

Linda thinks everybody is fas­
cinated by fire trucks. "Well, 
they're big and red and a lot of fun. 
I don't think people ever outgrow 
the desire to ride on a fire truck."

Upstairs, just across from the old 
firemen's dormitory is a children's 
section devoted to teaching fire 
safety. A brass pole firemen once 
used to slide down is a popular item, 
but it's blocked off so folks can only 
look at it, not try it out. Linda says 
it's really pretty scary looking down 
to the first floor from the second 
story dormitory room.

The museum has all kinds of old 
items, like leather buckets and lan-

passed. He was hit, once in the 
shoulder...once in the foot. But, 
som ehow  th e  young  m an 
avoided a m ortal w ound and 
clawed his way forward. Fifty 
yards later, he was hit again, this 
time the round shattered his jaw  
and he slumped behind a heap 
of bodies...other soldiers who, 
like he, would not make it off 
Omaha Beach. But the young 
man wasn’t dead...not yet.

F rom  a d is ta n c e  o f  100 
yards, a w ar correspondent, 
h im self hiding behind a pile 
b o d ie s , w a tch e d  as th e  GI 
rolled over in a pool of blood, 
then lobbed a hand grenade 
over a wall which shielded the 
German gunners. The resulting 
exp losion  silenced  the guns 
momentarily and hundreds of 
Am erican soldiers scrambled 
out of their shelters and over 
the wall.

A few m om ents later, the 
correspondent scampered into 
the shell hole where the hero’s 
injured comrades still waited. 
As a m edic trea ted  th e ir  
wounds, they told him about the 
terrifying hours they had spent 
in that hole.

He, in turn, reported their 
com rade’s actions. Then, he 
asked the name of the gallant 
young man. Neither o f the men

could answer.
“I never seen him before,” 

one said. “After I was hit, he 
crawled out and pulled me into 
this hole.” The second m an’s 
story was much the same.

The reporter made his way 
up the beach where he found the 
body of the young hero. His dog 
tags w ere m issing, probably 
tom  loose by the bullet which 
mangled the young man’s face.

That evening, the correspon­
dent took tim e from  his d is­
patches to pencil these few lines 9 
into his diary:

Though his name is lost to us now 
His deeds we should forever recall 
For he gave his life for his friends

And he gave his life for us all

What ‘ere kind of man this was 
His people back home should know 

That this day, on this field, in this war 
Their son - her husband - their father

—  was the best kind of hero

In the 1940’s, an entire gen­
eration of Americans put their 
lives on hold to fight for their 
country. Many of them lost their 
lives in the process. Others, lost 
limbs, or eyesight. All lost their 
youth.

Like the patriots who fought 
in earlier wars and the unde­
clared wars w hich follow ed, 4  
the veterans of W orld War II 
deserve a fitting memorial. In­
dividual states and cities have 
erected monuments but, so far 
at least, our national govern­
ment hasn’t.

Those, like the soldier de­
scribed above, who fought and 
died for this nation, should be' 
remembered. They were and are 
the best kind of heroes.

terns used by firemen ages ago, 
collections of fire extinguishers, 
badges and recorded histories of 
fire departments across Texas. 
Tombstones of Bob, Spot, Major 
and other animals used in the Beau­
mont Fire Department date back to 
the 1930's. The museum has fire 
equipment from all over the world, 
including a 1779 Chinese hand 
pumper.

Linda says horses used to pull 
fire tmeks. "They were trained by 
a bell on the footboard of the car­
riage. The driver would tap on that 
bell. The faster he tapped, the faster 
the horses went. And when he let 
up on the bell, the horses slowed 
down. He never had to whip those 
horses."

The horses stayed in stalls ad­
jacent to the piece of apparatus they 
were going to pull to the fire. 
"When an alarm came in, the 
horses would back themselves up 
and stand in front of their piece of 
equipment. The harnesses were in­
stalled up on the ceiling. Firemen 
pulled a lever, the harness came 
down and the horses would be 
quickly hitched and ready to go."

Joe and Jim were a couple of 
fire horses in Beaumont. As they 
got older, Joe and Jim were as­
signed to the sanitation department, 
which meant they pulled a glori­
fied junk wagon. "But there were 
many a fire that Joe and Jim 
showed up, pulling the junk wagon 
behind them when they saw the 
other apparatus going to the fire."

The fire museum in Beaumont 
is open weekdays 8 Am to 4:30 PM 
or weekends by appointment. Ad­
mission is free.

elude local sales taxes collected in 
March and reported by businesses 
filing monthly tax returns in April, 
1999.

The Comptroller’s next sales tax 
allocation is scheduled to be deliv­
ered on Friday, June 11, 1999 and 
will be reported the following week 
in the Eldorado Success.

Q. Can my parents control any 
money I  make working?

A. Yes, Section 3.103 of the Fam­
ily Code says the parents have joint 
management, control and disposition 
of all monies earned by a minor.

Q. Can a parent be held liable 
for the damages caused by their 
minor child?

A. Yes, under Section 41.001 of 
the Family Code states a parent or 
other person who has the duty of 
control and reasonable discipline of 
a child is liable for any property 
damage caused by a child who is 
over 12 years old and under 18 
years old. Under Section 41.002 of 
the Family Code stated the amount

of liability can not exceed $25,000 
per occurrence. It would be wise 
for a parent to know just what their 
children are doing.

STATEMENT OF FACT:
Parents, someone is destroying 

stop signs at a cost of approx. 
$60.00 each, from county roads and 
city streets and not only is that cost­
ing the taxpayer money, the person 
doing that can have their lives ru^r 
ined because removing a Warning 
Device can be a Felony Conviction. 
If someone gets killed at an inter­
section and the courts rule it was 
the fault of the person removing the 
sign, then you will be looking at 
Manslaughter Charges of some 
degree.

Sales tax rebates delivered
State Comptroller Carole Keeton 

Rylander delivered a total of $265.9 
million in monthly sales tax pay­
ments last week to 1,098 Texas cit­
ies and 118 counties this week, a 
12.6 percent increase over the $236 
million allocated in May, 1998.

In the allocation, the City of El­
dorado received $7,311.93, down 
13.35 percent from the April pay­
ment last year of $8,438.67. The 
city’s year-to-date total is 
$31,288.84, down 6.19 percent from 
the same period one year ago when 
the year-to-date total was 
$33,356.64.

Schleicher County’s sales tax re­
bate this month totalled $6,298.53, 
down 14.22 percent from last May’s 
total of $7,342.81. The year-to-date 
total for Schleicher County is 
$29,449.40. That is down 61.44 per­
cent from the $76,375.35 received 
during the same period in 1998.

The Schleicher County Health 
Service tax rebate for May was 
$5,188.34, down 15.67 percent from 
last year’s May’s total of $6,152.57. 
The year-to-date figure for the 
Health Service Tax totalled 
$25,353.64, down 25.13 percent 
from the $33,864.90 delivered in the 
same period last year.
