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’‘Cimarron’ To Be Shown
Tonight And Tomorrow

“Cimarron,” Edna Ferber’s novzi
about the 40-year period in Okla-
homa beginning with the Land
Rush of 1889 and terminating with
World War I, is showing tonight
and tomorrow night at the Eagle
Drive-In Theatre here in Eldorado.

The wide-screen movie by Metro-
Goldwyn-Mayer is in Metrocolor.
It joins the other two Ferber
novels which were made into great
motion pictures, “Giant,” which is
about Texas, and “Ice Palace,”
which concerns Alaska.

The RKO-Wesley Ruggles early
{alky version of “Cimarron,” which
was made back in 1931, was so
epical in scale that it has not been
re-made until now. The early ver-
sion starred Richard Dix and
Irene Dunn. The novel was pub-
lished in 1929.

“Cimarron” turns on the land
rush of 1889. They tell us it was
a specatcular scene in life. To
reproduce it is something to use
up all the resources of a film
studio.

Thousands of settlers were lined
up at the boundary of the strip.
There was a volley from an Army
squad. Horsemen and drivers of
wagons, stage coaches and poor
folks on bicycles swarmed across
the plains.

Carts overturned, axles snapped,
riders were thrown. Some were
trampled. Many, who played by the
rules, found coveted sections of

land already staked by the ‘“too-|

sooners” who had sneaked in. Too-
Sooners was shortened soon to
Sooners, a nickname still worn
with pride in our adjacent state
to the north.

In the new Cimarron, this speec-
tacular sequence, involving 3,000
persons, 700 horses, 500 covered
wagons all on location in Arizona,
is seen early.

It was a fast and furious episode
which is part of Edna Ferber’s
sentimental fiction guide to the
United States. Texas and Alaska
were to get the treatment later.

“Cimarron” settles down, though
to a subtly psychological winning
of the West, with Vienna-born
Maria Schell, Glenn Ford, Anne
Baxter, Arthur O’Connell (with
mustache), Mercedes McCambridge
(with mastery of an earthy man-
ner), Henry Morgan, Lili Darvas,
Edgar Buchanan, Mary Wickes,
Russ Tamblyn, and Broadway’s su-
perb David Opatoshu.

Glenn Ford plays the squint-
eyed hero, Yancey Cravat. He rode
into the land-rush in a mood of
high adventure. When tricked out
of his valley by a hard-boiled
ex-mistress (Anne Baxter), he
merely shrugs his shoulders and
establishes a newspaper.

A bustling metropolis of Osage
grows up around him. The Osage
Wigwam (“the truth shall keep you
free”) runs to fat special sections
and soon grows out of its shack
and prints daily and Sunday in a
skyscraper.

Yancey Cravat has gypsy feet
and an acute sense of ethics. Bet-
ween the two he gets nowhere
except in the center of trouble.
Domestic memories are limited to
an ecstatic honeymoon and one
child. Thereafter, Yancey’s gently-
reared ‘“foreign” wife, Sabra, sees
little of him. He may be the nom-
inal publisher of the Osage Wig-
wam but it was Sabra who puts
it out and moves it into an 8-story
building.

O’Connell has a splendid role,
that of an impoverished farmer

who becomes an oil tycoon and!

didn’t get that way by being fair
and square with the Indians.

Race prejudice is close fo the
surface of Miss Ferber’s emotional
concerns. In “Giant” she bled
against the anti-Mexican bias on
the Texas border. In the more re-
cent “Ice Palace”, dealing with
Alaska, she feels for the poor
Eskimo.- In the new “Cimarron”
she takes on the hate of Redskins
and for good measure, has a gentle
Jew cuffed by a territorial bad-
man.

Calf Weaning Weights

According to “Agricultural Re-
search” information a drop in
weaning weights of calves may
indicate that rangeland is being
overgrazed, even if the cows don’t
seem to be losing flesh.

‘1This substantiates what we have
been saying for quite sometime—
you cannot look at the cows and
sheep and tell what is happening
to the pasture.

Research information has shown
that a decline in calf weaning
weights may show that a cattle-
man’s range is being overgrazed,
even though cow weights do not

change enough to indicate a‘

shortage of forage.

This is unusual as it is generally
thought that cows reflect over-
grazing better than their calves—
a deteriorating range should lower
a cow’s weight before her suckling
calf is affected.

But a recent study showed that
calf weaning weights varied con-
siderably, depending on the num-
ber of acres their dams were allow-
ed to graze. One group was al-
lowed 12 acres per cow. Another
group grazed 17 acres per cow, and
a third, 22 acres per cow. There
were 8-year averages. Actual acres
per cow varied, depending on pas-
ture condition.

The condition and weight of the
cows remained relatively -constant,
regardless of the stocking rate.

The study showed that it was
easy to relate calf weight and
range condition to stocking rates
by June 1 each year—before grass
could be injured from overgrazing.

Highway Vandalism ls

Criticized In Magazine

Austin—Fortunately for those
of us who respect clean highways,
attractive parks and recreation ar-
eas, and the rights of others, the
percentage of people who Kkeep
cleanup crews busy is small. What
an ugly appearance our great state
would have if all its citizens were
as thoughtless and irresponsible as
the few who dirty up our roads
and recreation areas. These are
the sentiments of Howard D. Dod-
gen, executive secretary of the
Game and Fish Commission, in his
editorial in the July issue of Texas
Game and Fish.

“There are too many immature,
irresponsible people who wilfully
and maliciously set about to des-
troy,” wrote Dodgen. “Some seem
to do it for the mere thrill. Others
perhaps think it smart. A few may
do it for personal benefit. What-
ever the motivation, there is no
place for ruthless and needless
vandalism anywhere.”

Some  typical examples of van-
dalism mentioned are shooting at
mailboxes and signs; the destruc-
tion of trees, shrubs, and flowers;
breaking out windows in public
places, and vacant houses; or writ-
ing names on walls, carving them
into utliity poles, and shooting
insulators of telephone and power
lines.

Beaches are left littered with
bottles, melon rinas and unused
food scraps. There are actually
drivers who will toss bottles and
cans out their windows, as well as
tissues and papers.

“Unfortunately,” writes Dodgen,
“the guilty ones probably won’t be

Turkeys On August
Plentiful Foods List

Coilege Station—Turkeys star in
summer meals as well as in
autumn meals because markelings
are as large this August as around
Thanksgiving in yesteryears.

This is pointed out by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service, in
announcing that turkeys top the
list' of August plentiful foods pre-
pared by the U. S. Department- of
Agriculture.

With turkey marketings running
a fourth or more lurger than last
August, prices hover near a record
low, making turkey a bargain meat

generous enough to rate USDA’s
plentiful tag this month.
ments of eating plums from Caii-
fornia are running much larger
than usual for this season. Other
foods in better than normal Aug-
ust supply include eggs and shrimp
—fresh, frozen and canned.

Atter checking local and national
food stocks, USDA’s agricultural
marketing service compiles this
monthly plentiful foods list to
help farmers market more of their
produce through normal trade
channels, and to help consumert
make better use of America’s agri-
cultural abundance.

Laying Flock Hints
For Hot Weather

College Station.—Hens, like a
lot of people, slow down when the
temperature climbs. This slow
down, says Bill Cawley, assistant
extension poultry husbandman, re-
sults in a drop in egg production,
lower income for the producer and
fewer eggs for consumers.

Hens perform best when the
temperature ranges between 55
and 75 degrees F. Egg production
takes a noticeable dip when the
thermometer hits 80 degrees and
many hens will die when the 100
and above mark is reached.

But Cawley says flock owners
can do something about the wea-
ther in this case. Here are his
suggestions: give the hens plenty
of cool, clean water and a con-
tinual flow waterer is recommend-
ed; all sides of the house should
be open to permit cross ventila-
tion; exhaust or circulating fans
will aid in air movement; all vege-
tation within 50 feet of the
poultry house should be kept
mowed and grass around the
houses will cut down on heat from
reflection; a fine mist of water
sprayed on the house roof will
reduce temperature through evap-
oration; actually spraying the
birds on extremely hot days with
a garden hose will pay; if the roof
on the house is a dark color, a
coat of whitewash is a good in-
vestment.

Also avoid built-up litter during
the hot months. Use only about
two inches of floor litter. Use
lights at night to encourage water
and feed consumption and using
pelleted feeds will increase con-
sumption and help improve egg
production.

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This time of year mothers begin
to get slightly frantic with all the
details of getting children ready
for school. Especially frantic are
mothers who have small children
who will begin school for the first
time.

There is more to be done than
meets the eye. There are shots to
be administered, clothes to buy,
teeth to be checked health examin-
ations ,and birth certificate copies
to be arranged for.

Most school districts require
proof-of-age for children beginning
school. The most convenient proof
for most parents is a copy of the
child’s birth certificate.

Such copies are available from
local registrars, county clerks, or
from the Texas State Department
of Health’s Records and Statistics
Section.

Certified birth certificate copies
may be obtained by sending one
dollar ($1.00) to the Texas State
Department of Health at 410 East
Fifth Street in Austin.

Along with the dollar, the child’s
name, place and date of birth, and
the parents’ names should be in-
cluded to speed the records search.

Thousands of birth certificate
‘requests are processed each week
in the Austin facility. However,
during the late summer months
the load increases substantially be-
cause of the many extra requests
from parents with children begin-
ning school.

The work load has been extra-
heavy this summer because of the
pending raise in birth certificate
copy rates from $1.00 to $1.50
effective September 1, 1961. Many
Texans are trying to beat the
deadline.

For this reason authorities rec-
ommend that parents make their
requests early enough to insure
delivery in time for school. Ordin-
arily, about a week is required
including mailing time.

So mother should take a hint,
and get those certificate requests
mailed off early, in addition to
the million-and-one other details
she must attend to before school
starts.

Nearly 300,000 children will be
entering Texas schools for the first
time this year. (A feature from
Public Health Education Division,
Texas State Department of Health).

Quite a furor was stirred up
among readers of this column by
the story we did three weeks ago
which referred to the Coniederate
flag as “The Southern Cross” and
- related the incident of Barbara
Frietchie who defied General
Stonewall Jackson’s troops by dis-
playing the Union flag.

Dozens of readers said they had
never seen the Confederate flag
pictured in the old drawing which
illustrated the incident made fam-
ous by John Greenleaf Whittier’s
poem ‘“Barbara Frietchie.” Some
asked if the incident really oc-
curred and others found refer-
ences to the Confederate emblem
as ‘“The Southern Cross” and sent
them along to us.

A Dallas reader turned up one
of the most intriguing clues re-
garding the name ‘“The Southern
Cross.” and quotes from a book
entitled Secret History of the Con-
federacy by Edward A. Pollard:

“ . .. and, as if by magic a new
flag, the symbol of the Southern
Confederacy, appeared on the Cap-
itol, appeared on all the hills of
Richmond, in the windows of
houses, in the hands of passengers
in the street. Cannons were fired
around it. giddy crowds saluted it

. not quite four years later
through the same thoroughfare
reaching from hill to hill, foliow-
ing step by step, the route of the
torchlight procession of 1861, pas-
sed the Federal Army, the line of
conquering bayonets; and at the
same convenient standpoint of the
Exchange Hotel, where orators had
inflamed the bearers of ‘The Sou-
thern Cross’ and pointed to flags
that would float over Washington
an - thirty days ...

The Confederate flag with the
stars in the form of a cross may
have been another version of the
“Bonnie Blue Flag” but it is
doubtful that it would have been
used at the time of the Frietchie
incident in September of 1862 be-
cause he famous “Stars and Bars”
was used almost exclusively after
First Manassas.

There is very strong, almost un-
impeachable evidence that the in-
cident described so vividly by
Whittier in his poem never oc-
curred. Henry Kyd Douglas who
wrote the book I Rode With Stone-
wall flatly denies it. Douglas

“ . .. and as for Barbara Friet-
chie, we did not pass her house.

There was such an old woman in |former Jean Kuykendall.

Frederick, in her ninety-sixth year;
and bedridden. She never saw,
Stonewall Jackson and he never
saw her. I was with him every
minute he was in the town, and;
nothing like the patriotic incident |
so graphically described by Mr.‘
Whittier in his poem never occur-
ede = '

In addition, Valerius Ebert, a!
nephew of Barbara Frietchie, ag-'
rees with Douglas and stated that |
his aunt, almost ninety-six years|
old, was confined to her bed at|
the time. J

Grady T. Turner of 8425 Creek-
wood Drive, Dallas, wrote of his
visit to the Frietchie home in
Frederick, Maryland, which is now
a tourist spot, and said that he had
a hazy recollection of checking
into the authenticity of the story
and recalled that efforts after the
Civil War to establish the truth of
the story indicated it was just a
case of poetic license.

He remembered that there was
some correspondence between
someone and The Atlantic Monthly
where Whittier’s poem first ap-
peared and between a third party
and Whittier concerning the basis
for the poem. Mr. Turner says
that as he recalled it, Whittier’s
reply to the inquiry was one of}
those that when you have finished
reading it you ask yourself, “Did
he say yes or did he say no?”

Two other readers who found
references to the Confederate flag
by the name “The Southern Cross”
were Mrs. John F. Sufer of 1720
Hemphill Drive in Dallas and Dr.
T. H. Peterson of Mineola.

Austin—House members burn-
ed midnight oil in an effort to get
a tax bill to the Senate bhefore the
mid-point of the brief 30-day ses-
sion.

In the long, long sessions and

seemingly endless succession of
approaches, amendments, substi-
tutes and substitutes for the sub-
stitutes, it was often difficult to
tell who was winning what. Show-
down votes indicated that it is stiil
easier for the members to agree
on what they don’t want than on
what they do.

Rejected, at least for the time
being, was a package bili recom-
mended by the Revenue and Taxa-
tion Committee. Its main money-
raiser was a sales tax, with exemp-
tions, on items costing $5 or more.
It also included more utilities
taxes, natural gas taxes, a transier
of funds from the permanent
school fund, a revised franchise
tax and a bookkeeping transier.

Also turned down were propo-
sals for a 4% corporate income tax
by Rep. Bob Eckhardt of Houston
and a 1% general sales tax by Rep.
Tom Andrews of Aransas Pass.

Rep. Charles Ballman of Borger
chairman of revenue and taxation,
was pushing for a package bill that
closely tracked Gov. Price Daniel’s
recommendations at the beginning
of the session. It differed from the
committee-written package chiefly
in that it included a Pennsylvania-
type sales tax, applying only to
items listed in the bill.

Despite the House problems, an
August 8 finish may still be pos-
sible. Senate, generally, is swift-
er and more nearly of one mind
on money matters. It agreed on a
tax bill in the regular session in
approximately one-third the time
spent by the House.

Hardest part is getting agree-
ment on one plan from both House
and Senate—and finally—from the
governor.

Fund Bill Progresses
House has given second reading
approval to a bill appropriating
$2,527,000,000 for the next two
years.

It is slightly higher than the
bill passed earlier by the Senate,
and eventually differences will
have to be worked out by a con-
ference committee of the two
houses.

A Dbill to provide more liberal
state aid for sparsely populated
school districts has been approved
by the House Education Commit-
tee.

Rep. Sam F. Collins of Newton
is sponsor of the measure which
iwould provide $378,000 to pay for
90 additional teachers in rural
areas. Most of the extra teachers
would be for Negro schools.

Hale-Aikin pro-
vides for $810 a year immediately.

Lobby Bill Debated

A bill to provide additional
lobby regulation attracted neither
friends nor enemies to a hearing
before the House State Affairs
Committee.

Pro and con views were pre-
sented solely by members of the
House before the measure was sent
to subcommittee for study. Pro-
posed bill would require lobbyists
to file a report showing who rec-
eived any amount above $50 spent
to influence legislation. It would
Ialso prohibit a lobbyist’s calling a
‘member off the floor during ses-
sion without advance permission.

Critics declared the legislators
didn’t need a law to enable them
to stay put at their desks if they
wanted to.

Best Tax Is No Tax
Citizens for Fair Taxation, an
anti-sales tax committee, announc-
