They own three houses
on the lease and one dwelling in
Eldorado. They have extensive
warehouses and 2lso a gasoline
plant in the Page field.

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With the good rains received up
until Tuesday, October 15, it ap-
pears that most farmers and ran-
chers of the Eldorado-Divide Soil
Conservation district will receive
20 inches or more for 1957. I

Now is the time for every farmer |
and rancher to take inventory to
see how much of the rain received
up to date has been held and stor-
ed where it fell. This of course is
not as simple to do as it is to check
the number of inches of rain rec-
eived in a rain gauge. It can be
determined by observing during or
immediately after a rain whether
there is water lost by runoff. After
a check is made in this manner
there is still no way to determine
the exact amount of water lost.
For an observation of this kind to

be beneficial to the rancher or far- |

mer, he then must take the neces-
sary steps to hold all the water
possible, that is being lost by run-
off.

Pitting of rangeland is one of
the conservation practices that can
be applied at most ‘any time of the
year with good results. Pitting is
an operation whereby the soil is

opened up by means of disks either |

set off-center or having one-third
of the disk removed. As the plow
moves the disks are alternating
in_and out of the ground leaving
a series of depressions 5 to 6

and four to five feet long. :

The main and essential purpose
of a pitting operation is to leave
the soil in a condition to catch and
hold rainfall until it can be ab-
sorbed.

Results of pitting the past few
years have been very encouraging.
Moisture penetration of the soil
below pits will usually be three
and four times as great as an adja-
cent unpitted land. This operation
breaks up the hard baked surface
crust which will ordinarily shed
water like pavement. ;

The amount of water conserved
by pits varies with the size of the
pits. Pits that are four feet long,
four inches deep, and six inches
wide will hold approximately five
gallons of water. per pit. Pits being

dimension will hold 14,700 gallons
of water per acre. The water
caught in the pits will go into
soil much faster than an adjoining
non-pitted areas. This is true be-
cause the hard baked surface crust
is broken up and the soil in the
pit will absorb water much faster.

conservation practices will hold
more of the water on the land
where it falls.

The amount of rain that a ran-
cher gets is important, but the
amount that is held is more im-
portant. It’s the water that is kept
on the land that counts.

Working on an oil rig pays well,
but it’s no picnic. .Swinging out
from a top platform high in the
steel rig, the derrickman snares
and stacks drill pipe as it comes
out of the ground.

It takes about 125 skilled men,
with 20 or 30 working full time, to
drill a typical oil well. Modern

rotary drilling equipment in the
bands of skilled crows is capabla
of probing more than four miles
into the earth to ensure consum-
ers more oil for the future.
Drilling conditions vary and so
do drilling costs. A “wildcat” well,
one drilled in unproved territory,
costs anywhere from $100,000 to as
much as $2 million to drill.

The growth and prosperity of !
Texas are dependent in large
measure upon the assurance of a
plentiful water supply for all time

to come. The voters of the State!

will soon have an opportunity to
express their opinion concerning
a proposed constitutional amend-
~ ment which is quite pertinent to
this problem.

The recent fifty-fifth Legislature
recognized the need for flood con-
trol as well as the assurance of an
adequate future water supply. For
those reasons they voted to pro-
pose an amendment to the Texas
Constitution which, if approved by
voters in a special election to be
held November 5, would authorize
the creation of a body to be known
as the “Texas Water Development
Board.”

This Board, if created, would
have authority to issue and sell
eneral obligation bonds of the
State of Texas in an amount not
to exceed  $100,000,000. If more
funds should be required at some
later date, the Legislature would
be authorized to provide for the
issuance and sale of an additional
$100 millions in bonds.
