Moving Of Cotton Gin
At a meetng of the directors of 

the Chamber of Commerce Monday 
the possibility of rebuilding the 
local gin in another location was 
discussed. The gin owner pointed 
out to the directors that he had 
tried, without success, to buy a 
new location a mile farther out on 
the. Big Lake road. He also stated 
that farmers in the Reynolds com­
munity had made a desirable pro­
position for locating a new gin in 
that vicinity.

According to C of C Manager 
Clarence Wright, all the chamber 
directors voted to try to keep the 
gin in the same location where it 
now is, so that any money spent 
by the farmers or their helpers 
would be spent here with the local 
mercahnts.

A new gin will be built and the 
latest in filtering equipment will 
be installed to keep the cotton lint 
to a minimum, it was staged.

Moving the gin has been made 
necessary by the re-routing of the 
Sonora highway down South Divide 
street.

Said Burt in the first of the 
series, of people who travel 50 to 
100 miles in search of a bargain: 

“ Quite often our local people 
know more about the goods avail­
able in the metropolitan stores 
than they do about goods in 
stores here at home because of 
the extensive advertising origin­
ating in the larger trade centers.

“When local merchants do not 
counter the out-of-town advertis­
ing, it is natural for some shop­
pers to believe that the goods 
and services thev seek cannot be 
obtained locally.”

Celebrating her 88th birthday 
recently was Mrs. Fannie Fury, 
who is a life-long resident of this 
area.

Mrs. Fury was born Fannie Mires 
on February 12, 1870, in Menard. 
Her parents were the late P. H. and 
Louisa Mires, who operated a store 
there. When Fannie was about five 
years old, the Mires family moved 
to Christoval, taking three days to 
make the trip overland by wagon 
and team. They stopped the first 
night at Kickapoo Springs, and the 
second night stayed at Uncle Wash 
DeLong’s place. Mr. DeLong was 
then the only resident in that area.

Buffalo, and all kinds of other 
wild game, including wildcats, pan­
thers, foxes, and javelinas abound­
ed in the 'area at that time.

With the assistance of Jack Mil­
ler, Mr. Mires built a rock home, 
Which is still standing about two 
miles from Christoval.

A two-story rock house which 
Grandfather Patty Mires built near 
Christoval is also still standing, 
and was the scene of early dances, 
church meetings, and community 
gatherings. The elder Mr. Mires 
also operated a mill where corn 
was ground.

Mrs. Fury recalls that her father 
killed a buffalo a short distance 
from their house. Indians still 
made occasional forays into the 
area.

Children in the family walked a 
mile to school each morning, after 
milking the cows and doing the 
other chores.

The school was typical of the 
small rural schools of the period, 
operating about three months each 
year, with the various families tak­
ing turns boarding the teacher.

Today Mrs. Fury is, the only sur­
vivor of a group of seven brothers 
and six sisters. A half-sister, Nancy 
Wilkerson, lived to the age of 96.

Her Marriages
Miss Mires was married on Sep­

tember 29, 1884, to Tom Neal, and 
to this union were born three child­
ren: Ida, who is deceased; Willie, 
of Chandler, Arizona; and Viola, 
also deceased. Mr. Neal burned 
lime which was used in the build­
ing of the first courthouse in Son­
ora. He died in 1891.

In 1893 Mrs. Neal married Mark

Fury in Christoval and to this 
union were also born three child­
ren: Boyd Fury, of Garden Grove, 
California; Alice, Mrs. Frank Van 
Horn of Eldorado; and Marcus, 
who died July 23, 1957 at Fort 
Stockton.

Mr. Fury was a long-time ranch­
man, and at one time he owned the 
Hackberry ranch, also known as 
the Wilson ranch, which occupied 
16 sections in Tom Green and Sch­
leicher counties. It was a stage­
coach stop, where the Sonora- 
bound mail coach changed horses. 
Mr. Fury was a native of York, 
Ireland.

The Fury family at one time 
made their home at Verand, which 
was located about five miles north

of the present location of Eldorado. 
Other early residents of Verand 
included the Greens, the McCart­
neys, the C. C. Wests, and others.

After the town was moved to 
Eidorado, Mr. Fury operated a 
meat market on the corner now 
occupied by the office of West 
Texas Utilities. He died at the age 
of 63 in 1913.

Before she sustained a fall while 
; on a visit here about 2y2 years 
I ago, Mrs. Fury did all her own 
housework. She has since been con- 

j fined to her bed and wheelchair 
and has made her home with her 
daughter, Mrs. Frank Van Horn, 
here in Eldorado.

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Farm Housing Program 
Is Expanded By FHA

An expanded farm housing loan 
program, designed to speed up 
farm building construction im­
provement as well as act as an 
additional anti-recession measure, 
was announced this week by Wal­
ter T. McKay, Farmers Home Ad­
ministration State Director, accord­
ing to Frank M. Barnett the 
agency’s local county supervisor.

Now an owner of a farm in 
agricultural production and on 
which the operator plans to pro­
duce at least $400 worth of farm 
commodities for sale or home use, 
may qualify for the 4 per cent long­
term housing loan provided that 
he meets other standard eligibility 
requirements.

Formerly an eligible epplicant 
had to own a farm that produced 
a more substantial part of the 
operator’s annual cash income.

Loans may be made to build, 
improve, or repair farm houses or 
other essential farm buildings, and 
to provide water for farmstead and 
household use. Mr. Barnett said 
that in addition to financing major 
construction, the loan funds can 
help meet many other needs for 
farm and farm home moderniza­
tion such as adding bathrooms, 
utility rooms, better kitchens, and 
many other improvements to the 
home as well as to farm service 
buildings. While tenants and farm 
laborers are not eligible, the owner 
may borrow to do the construction 
work or make improvements for 
them.

The loans are made to farm 
owners who need credit to finance 
building improvements or repairs, 
but find that adequate credit is not 
available through banks or other 
regular credit channels. The in­
terest rate is 4 per cent and loans 
may be amortized over periods up 
to 33 years.

Eligibility for loan assistance is 
determined by the three-member 
County Farmers Home Administra­
tion committee composed in Sch­
leicher county of William O. 
Enochs, Thomas R. Jones and Wm. 
L. McWhorter. Local office day is 
held in Eldorado at the courthouse 
each Wednesday from 10 a. m to 
2:00 p. m., and applications will be 
accepted there or applications may 
be placed with the office in San 
Angelo located in the Hotel Cactus 
building.

Last year the state’s cotton pro­
ducers saved an estimated $16 mii- 

I lion by using rotary hoes, chenn- 
i cals, and oiis in their efforts to 
| keep weeds and grass under con­
trol. Rotary hoes on 44,798 farm 
tractors were used in 150 counties 
to cut more than $15 million from 
the hoe bill. Elliott points out that 
rotary hoe equipped tractors 
should be operated at high speed 
for best results, around 6 miles 
an hour.

Lateral oiling with five gallons 
of naphtha an acre was used on 
21,000 acres in 53 counties to cut 
the weed and grass control cost by 
$65,000, reports Elliott. The cost 
of application was $1.00 an acre 
and oiling shoes with a gage wheel 
arrangement permitted the opera­
tors to travel at fourth gear speeds.

In one county, five gallons of 
naphtha an acre was applied as a 
fine spray on grass in the drill with 
95% of the grass killed. This treat- 

j ment cost a dollar an acre; elimirn 
j ated hoeing and saved the produc- 
| ers a gross of $7 an acre, 
j Spot-treatment of Johnsongrass, 
| says the specialist, can eliminate 
the pest in one year while a full 
crop can be produced on the 
treated acreage.

Downward Trend Halted 
In Livestock Numbers

College Station.—Adequate rain­
fall along with more favorable 
prices has halted the downward 
trend in livestock numbers in 
Texas, according to Alvin Wooten, 
extension economist.

All livestock and poultry on 
farms and ranches were valued at 
$983 million at the beginning of 
the year, or 58 percent above the 
$623 million inventory value a year 
earlier, points out Wooten. This 
sharp increase in value is a re­
flection of both the increased 
prices and numbers.

The total number of cattle and 
calves .on Texas farms and ranches 
January 1, 1958, was estimated at 
7.7 million head, says thei econo­
mist. This is the same as a year 
earlier but 9 per cent below the 
1947-56 average of 8:5 million.

The number of sheep on the 
same date was estimated at 4.7 
million head—-a five per cent in­
crease over a vear earlier. This is 
the first significant increase in in­
ventory in a number of years. In 
spite of a much smaller lamb crop, 
the number of ewe lambs held was 
30 percent above a year earlier.

There were an estimated 908,000 
hogs on Texas farms on January 1, 
1958, says Wooten. This was four 
per cent below last year and 36 
per cent below the 1947-56 average. 
The higher prices for beef at retail 
should give some strength to hog 
prices in the fall of 1958 and keep 
them from falling to an abnormally 
low level, he adds.

Goat numbers have been increas­
ing steadily. This year’s inventory 
showed an estimated 2.8 million 
head—a two per cent increase over 
1957.

On a nationwide basis, cattle 
numbers showed a decrease of one 
per cent, sheep increased three per 
cent, and hogs were about the 
same, though the number of sows 
and gilts on farms were up about 
five per cent.
