Sheep & Goat Raisers Assn, 
schedules membership meeting

The Fall Tri-Annual directors 
meeting of the Texas Sheep & Goat 
Raisers Association, scheduled for 
Saturday, Oct. 9th at the Coke 
Stevenson Center in Junction, has 
been designated as a special called 
meeting of the membership. Reg­
istration will begin at 9:30 a.m. 
with the meeting getting under way 
at 10:00 a.m.

One reason for the called meet­
ing is to act on a proposed amend­
ment to the TSGRA by-laws. At 
the group’s annual convention last 
July, the membership directed the 
association’s officers to develop an 
amendment to change the collec­
tion of dues from a weight basis to 
per head basis for livestock. Also, 
the current method of warehouse 
deduction of dues in combination 
with direct billing from the asso­

ciation is being scrapped in favor 
of a single direct billing method 
straight from the association office.

Dues will range from $35 for 
producers with 100 head or fewer 
of sheep and goats to $345 for pro­
ducers with as many as 5,000 head.

Also under consideration is a 
proposed amendment to eliminate 
the g roup’s Fall m eeting. If 
adopted the am ended by-laws 
would require only bi-annual meet­
ings of the board of directors.

Quail Appreciation Day focuses, 
on importance of natural habitat

Dr. Dale Rollins emphasized 
the importance of habitat as it re­
lates to quail populations Thursday 
as he led a group of ranchers, ex­
tension agents and hunting guides 
in a hands-on study of the species. 
Rollins, an Extension W ildlife 
Specialist from San Angelo, dem­
onstrated several techniques for 
evaluating quail habitat, including 
the use of radio telemetry.

A bobwhite quail was fitted 
with a radio-transmitter collar and 
released. The bird was then tracked 
using a hand-held receiver and an­
tenna.

One of the purposes of the

event was to familiarize the par­
ticipants with several components 
of quail management.

One of the components dis­
cussed was evaluation of habitat 
problems.

Rollins explained to the group 
how to survey a pasture and deter­
mine its ability to support quail, 
and at what levels.

The Quail Appreciation Day 
was held in cooperation with 
S ch leicher County Extension 
Agent Scott Edmonson’s office.

Scientists at NASA have plenty 

to be embarrassed about this week. 
The Mars Climate Orbiter, an un­
manned satellite designed to study 
weather patterns on the red planet, 
failed to reach orbit around Earth’s 
nearest neighbor last week. Instead, 
it dipped low into the thin Martian 
atmosphere and crashed.

At first, NASA officials were 
tight-lipped about the accident, say­
ing only that the incident was un­
der investigation.

Then, in a startling announce­
ment, the space agency admitted 
that one set of scientists involved 
in the project had made calculations 
based on Metric measurements 
(meters and kilometers) while a 
second set had used English units 
of measure (feet and miles.) So, the 
orbiter which cost the American 
taxpayers $125 million, and which 
had performed flawlessly on the 78

Texas eighth-graders score high in national writing exam
AUSTIN How well would you 

do if asked to write about the ar­
rival of a spaceship and what you 
would like to see on public televi­
sion?

The 2,530 Texas eighth-grade 
students who took a national writ­
ing examination in 1998 wrote 
about those very things and scored 
higher on average than eighth- 
graders nationwide.

Results of the National Assess­
ment of Educational Progress 
showed the percentage of Texas 
eighth-graders who scored at or 
above the “proficient” level 31 
percent was greater than that of 
eighth-graders in public schools 
nationwide, which was 24 percent.

In a state-by-state comparison,

eighth-graders in Texas, Connecti­
cut, Maine and M assachusetts 
demonstrated the highest average 
writing performance among the 35 
states that participated in the writ­
ing exam.

Texas’ minority and low-in- 
come eighth-graders outperformed 
minority and economically disad­
vantaged eighth-graders from the 
rest of the country.

New O rleans for M ardi Gras. 
There was a national pizza eating 
contest going on and G lenn’s 
friends urged him to enter.

"I ate nine and a half of those 
giant pizzas in one hour,” says 
Glenn. ”1 stacked them on top of 
each other and ate three pizzas at a 
time.”

Two dozen people rallied at the

They brought up an earlier 
statement by Bush in which he said 
he made “mistakes” as a  younger 
man, although Bush never admit­
ted to having used illegal drugs.

They implored Bush to deter­
mine whether sentences could be 
commuted and to pardon those 
who have served their sentences.

Linda Edwards, the governor’s 
spokeswoman, said Bush is reluc­
tant to grant pardons “because of 
his basic belief that those who 
commit crimes should suffer the 
consequences for those crimes.”

Fair Goers Can Check ‘The List’
State Fair visitors who stop by 

the state comptroller’s booth at the 
fairgrounds in Dallas can search 
for their names on the state’s Un­
claimed Property List.

The list, in the comptroller’s 
exhibit, includes forgotten bank 
accounts, uncashed checks, rent 
and utility deposits, mineral roy­
alties "and insurance proceeds. 
More than $700 million is waiting 
to be claimed.

At the 1998 State Fair, more 
than 28,000 people searched the 
list and claim ed more than 
$270,000.

The list will be published in 
Texas newspapers on Sunday, Oct. 
17 the last day of the fair.
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The list also is available on the 
C o m p tro lle r’s In ternet site: 
www.cpa.state.tx.us.

School Fund. Untermeyer asked the 
attorney general’s office to investi­
gate allegations of irregularities.

• Texans who have questions 
about meetings of governmental 
entities or public information can 
talk to experts at the Texas attor­
ney general’s new toll-free hotline, 
1 -877-OPEN-TEX. The hotline s 
original number, 512-478-OPEN, 
remains in effect.

•At a public hearing of the 
Texas Lottery Com m ission, a 
dozen Texas Lottery players pro­
tested a proposal to increase the

Don’t Take the Money and Run
If yo u ’re thinking of w ithdrawing  

extra m oney for the Year 2000, read this 
first

You may have heard someone say 
that before January 1,2000, you should 
have stocked up on extra money just in 
case your bank can’t cash checks or op­
erate ATMs because of a Y2K problem. 
What do we have to say about that?

The FDIC recommends that you 
make a reasonable decision based on 
solid information, not on false, uniformed 
or exaggerated reports on the street, in 
the media or over the Internet. We also 
believe that you should consider the fol­
lowing:

• Federal and state regulators ex­
pect that m ost banking services w ill be 
functioning norm ally on January 1.

Examiners have been visiting every 
FDIC-insured bank and savings institution 
in the country to check on its progress. 
Almost all insured institutions are on 
schedule to be Y2K-ready, so it should 
be “business as usual” on January 1. The 
very few institutions not making satisfac­
tory progress are undergoing increased 
scrutiny by bank regulators and are re­
quired to correct their deficiencies.

As part of this readiness effort, banks, 
automated teller machine manufacturers 
and ATM networks (the systems that give 
you access to your bank account using 
another bank’s teller machine) are fixing 
and testing their machines, And if prob­
lems do occur, banks have backup plans 
so service can continue.

• The funds you leave in a federally 
insured account are absolutely safe. The 
same can’t be said for the money you take 
out of the bank.

. Wallets and purses are easy to lose.

And while robbers are always out there, as 
we get closer to the New Year they may be 
especially active if they hear that people are 
carrying extra cash. Among the potential 
crime targets: people who have just taken 
cash out of ATM machines.

We also caution everyone about hiding 
a large sum of money at home, where it can 
be taken by a thief, misplaced by a family 
member or destroyed in a fire, even if the 
cash is in a metal safe or file cabinet. “It’s 
never a good idea, at any time, to carry 
around a large amount of cash or keep it at 
home,” says Frank Hartigan, the Washing- 
ton-based Y2K Program Manager for the 
FDIC’s Division of Supervision.

• If your favorite ATM is out of order, 
you can get cash elsewhere.

Just because an automated teller ma­
chine is “down” doesn’t mean your bank or 
the ATM network your bank belongs to is 
having a Y2K problem. So, if one ATM isn’t 
working, try another nearby. Or, during reg­
ular banking hours, just go into a bank 
branch.

You also may be able to use your ATM 
card or credit card to get cash at a mer­
chant’s cash register (perhaps for a small 
fee).

•  There are more ways to pay for prod­
ucts and services than just using cash.

Most merchants accept your check, 
credit card or debit card (an ATM-type card 
that deducts from your account to pay for 
purchases). “In this day and age, when there 
are so many options for making payments, 
consumers shouldn’t feel they need to rely 
solely on cash,” say Hartigan.

If you have a question or problem re­
garding the best ways to make a payment 
(or even get additional cash), consider call­
ing your bank or credit card company. Many

banking institutions will have extra cus­
tomer-service staff answering phones or 
otherwise assisting consumers during the 
Year 2000/New Year’s weekend.

• Y2K problem s w o n ’t cause your 
bank to lose track of your money.

It’s highly unlikely that a Year 2000 
computer problem will trigger an error in 
your account balance. If something does 
go wrong, though, institutions are re­
quired to keep backup records that can 
be used to identify and correct errors that 
might affect your accounts. So why take 
out a lot a lot of cash because you’re 
afraid thee bank w ill lose your 
money...and then risk losing it yourself? 
And remember, every extra dollar you 
take out of your account is a dollar that 
no longer earns interest.

Final Thoughts
Rest assured that the banking indus­

try will be ready if you and other consum­
ers have a need for more cash. The Fed­
eral Reserve System, which supplies 
banks with the coins and currency they 
need to handle daily banking operations, 
has plans to print extra cash as a pre­
caution to meet any increased demand. 
But as we’ve described here, bank regu­
lators and bankers have spent years pre­
paring to overcome the Year 2000 prob­
lem so that there should be no need for 
anyone to withdraw extra money.

We leave you with the words of re­
spected financial columnist Jane Bryant 
Quinn. In writing about the Y2K issue re­
cently, she said: “Would I take savings 
out of the bank, lose the interest it’s earn-, 
ing and risk total loss if I had a fire? My 
money stays put, where it’s FDIC-in­
sured.”

Texans bow to the rule of law — or is it the bait and switch?

Schleicher County, Texas, is 

where my grandmother was born 
and where my grandfather died.

Black gold (oil) made Texas 
millionaires out of a few of the 
county's residents, but the rest do 
no more than get by.

in Tennessee). West Texans count 
every drop of rain, but clear skies 
and dazzling sunsets are some­
thing they take for granted.

Something else they take for 
granted is prayer before football 
games, but that's changed now. 
Like the haze from a distant for­
est fire, the American Civil Lib­
erties Union has blanketed the 
state with “guidelines” instruct­
ing Texans in when, where and 
how they may pray. And, ACLU- 
approved venues don't include 
high school football stadiums.

But the people aren't surren­
dering their liberty quite as readi­
ly as the Atheist Crank Litigation 
Union would prefer. In Eldorado, 
its edict has prompted an actual 
increase in pregame piety.

In place of the prayer, the 
crowd stands silently as a band 
member plays a hymn tune. (The 
night I was there, it was a flugel- 
horn rendition of “How Great 
Thou Art.”) Then the local pas­
tors in the stands lead their neigh­
bors in the Lord's Prayer (with­
out benefit of the loudspeakers).

“that everyone here today return 
home from this game healthy and 
safe ... that everyone here, play­
ers as well as onlookers, hold fast 
to our ideals of fa irness and 
sportsmanship ... that all of us 
rem ember to cherish each and 
every day granted to us here on 
this Earth.”

Child’s Fear of Dark Is Behavior 
That Can Be Changed

QUESTION: My child is 
afraid of the dark. How can I 
lessen this fear?

DR. DOBSON: I consulted 
with another mother who was also 
worried about her 3-year-old 
daughter’s fear of the dark. Maybe 
her story will be helpful to you. 
Despite the fact that her bedroom 
door was left open and there was 
a night-light, Marla was afraid to 
stay in her room alone. She in­
sisted that her mother sit with her 
until she went to sleep each 
evening, which became very time- 
consuming and inconvenient. If 
Marla happened to awaken in the 
night, she would call for help. It 
was apparent that the child was 
not bluffing; she was genuinely 
frightened.

Fears such as this are not in­
nate characteristics in the child; 
they have been learned. Parents 
must be very careful in express­
ing their own fears because their 
youngsters are inclined to adopt 
those same anxieties. For that 
matter, good-natured teasing can 
also produce problems for a child. 
If a youngster walks into a dark 
room and is pounced upon from 
behind the door, he has learned 
something from the joke: The 
dark is not always empty!

In Marla’s case, it is unclear 
where she learned to fear the dark, 
but I believe her mother inadvert­
ently magnified the problem. In 
her concern for Marla, she con­
veyed her anxiety, and the child 
began to think that her fears must 
be justified. “Even Mother is wor­
ried about it.” The fright became 
so great that Marla could not walk 
through a dimly lit room without 
an escort. It was at this point that 
the child was referred to me.

I suggested that the mother use 
a process known as “extinction” 
to change Marla’s pattern of fear.

She needed to help her see that 
there was nothing to be afraid of. 
(It is usually unfruitful to try to 
talk a child out of fears, but it 
helps to show that you are confi­
dent and unthreatened in response 
to them.) The mother bought a 
package of stars and created a 
chart that showed how a new CD 
player could be “earned.” Then 
she placed her chair just outside 
M ana’s bedroom door. Marla was 
offered a star if she could spend a 
short time (10 seconds) in her 
bedroom with the light on and the 
door open.

This first step was not very 
threatening, and Marla enjoyed 
the game. It was repeated several 
times; then she was asked to walk 
a few feet into a slightly darkened 
room with the door still open 
while Mother (clearly visible in 
the hall) counted to 10. She knew 
she could come out immediately 
if she wished. Mother talked con­
fidently and quietly. The length 
of time in the dark was gradually 
lengthened, and instead of pro­
ducing fear, it produced stars and 
eventually  a CD player — a 
source of pleasure for a small 
child. Courage was being rein­
forced; fear was being extin­
guished. The cycle of fright was 
thereby broken, having been re­
placed by a healthier attitude.

Extinction may be useful in 
helping your own child overcome 
her fear of the dark. In summary, 
the best method of changing a 
learned behavior is to withhold its 
reinforcement while rewarding its 
replacement.

QUESTION: You have de­
scribed the nature of willfully 
defiant behavior and how par­
ents should handle it. But does 
all unpleasant behavior result 
from rebellion and disobedi­

ence?
DR. DOBSON: No. Defi­

ance can be very different in 
origin from the “challenging” 
response I’ve described before. 
A child’s negativism may be 
caused by frustration, disap­
pointment, fatigue, illness or 
rejection, and therefore must be 
interpreted as a warning signal 
to be heeded.

Perhaps the toughest task in 
parenthood is to recognize the 
difference between these be­
havioral messages. A child’s 
resistant behavior always con­
tains a message to his parents, 
which they must decode before 
responding. For example, a dis­
obedient youngster may be say­
ing, “I feel unloved now that 
I’m stuck with that screaming 
baby brother. Mom used to care 
for me; now nobody wants me. 
I hate everybody.”

When this kind of message 
underlies the defiance, the par­
ents should move quickly to 
pacify its cause. The art of good 
parenthood, then, revolves 
around the interpretation of be­
havior.

the words that the people had 
routinely and inoffensively of­
fered to God in the years before 
the ACLU interfered.

Eldoradoans would not have 
changed their ways even that 
much, did they not put great val­
ue on obeying the law.

But is th ere  rea lly  a law 
ag a in s t p regam e fo o tb a ll 
prayers?

The crank litigators say so, 
and the U.S. 5th Circuit Court of 
Appeals says so. But litigators 
write “briefs,” and courts write 
“opinions.” Neither the one nor 
the other is “the law.” What does 
the law say?

Our first Congress adopted 
the F irst Am endm ent, which, 
when it was ratified in a suffi­
cient number of states, took its 
place in “the supreme law of the 
land.” In relevant part, it says: 
“Congress shall make no law re­
specting an establishment of re­
ligion, or prohibiting the free 
exercise thereof.”

What did Congress and the 
ratifiers mean by that? Contem­
porary practices and documents 
such as Thomas Jefferson's “Bill 
for Establishing Religious Free­
dom” make clear that “an estab­
lishment of religion" was under­
stood to involve com pulsory  
church attendance, government 
collection of tithes and offerings, 
legal penalties for heresy, and 
religious tests for the rights of 
citizenship.

Does a ceremonial prayer at 
the beginning of some public

function constitute an establish­
m ent o f religion? The people 
who gave us the First Amend­
ment didn't think so. That very 
same Congress hired chaplains 
whose duties have always includ­
ed giving invocations at the be­
ginning of each day's session.

Does a generally favorable 
treatment of religion in public ed­
ucation constitute an establish­
ment of religion? Again, no. The 
f irs t  C ongress renew ed  the 
Northwest Ordinance (a law gov­
ern ing  the federal te rrito rie s  
north of the Ohio River), which 
says in relevant part: “Religion, 
morality, and knowledge being 
necessary to good government 
and the happiness of mankind, 
schools and the means of educa­
tion shall be forever encour­
aged.”

Do the words “Congress shall 
make no law” even apply to what 
a high school does in West Tex­
as? Again, and obviously, no. No 
court has ever ruled otherwise, 
except by opining that the 14th 
Amendment extended the First 
Amendment's restrictions to all 
levels of government.

The 14th Amendment says in 
relevant part: “No State shall 
make or enforce any law which 
shall abridge the privileges or im­
munities of citizens of the Unit­
ed States; nor shall any State de­
prive any person of life, liberty, 
or property, without due process 
of law; nor deny to any person 
within its jurisdiction the equal 
protection of the laws.”

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D id the fram ers o f that 
amendment understand any of it 
to be a prohibition  of school 
prayer? No. Only the ""due pro­
cess" clause of the Fifth Amend­
ment was actually “incorporated” 
into the 14th, and that by spell­
ing it out. The 14th's “privileges 
or immunities” and “equal pro­
tection” clauses were directed at 
the rac ia lly  d isc rim in a to ry  
“B lack  C odes” the Sou thern  
states had enacted to foil eman­
cipation. <Nf

None of it had to do with cer­
emonial invocations of God at 
public events, which were con­
tinued at all levels of government 
by the people who gave us the 
14th Amendment, just as such 
rituals had been practiced by 
those who gave us the First.

Today's prayer censors don't 
really dispute any of that. What 
they do is dismiss it all as irrele- 
vant.

To take the Constitution as its 
framers intended, they say, is to 
place us under “the dead hand of . 
the past.” Our “living Constitu­
tion,” they say, must “grow and 
evolve” to keep pace with the 
times. And the growth they're 
talking about has nothing to do 
with the amendment process. It 
involves one elite (lawyers) per­
suading another (judges) to an­
nounce to everyone else that 
Clause A, formerly understood as 
meaning “X,” now means “Y”' 
instead.

So the question is not whether 
the living or the dead shall have 
their way. It's whether a small 
group of litigious Americans can, 
by changing the Constitution's ef­
fective meaning, legitimately im­
pose its will on fellow Americans 
who, like my Texas friends, are ^  
very much alive.
