Reason for such a statement is
that last year’s school enroliment
shows that Iraan had a scholastic
population of 537 while Eldorado
for the same period had 569 school
age children.

Iraan has the advantage in
wealth wit. a district evaluation of
$33,500,000 to Eldorado’s $18,600,-
000. The Iraan tax rate 1s 95¢ for
local maintenance and 35c¢ for
bonded indebtedness.

Football-wise, -in the Ozona
Stockman’s August 24, 1981, issue,
brief reference was made to the
fact that the Ozona Lions had in-

New School Tax Rate
Approved By Voters

127 votes in favor of the new
tax rate and 116 against—was the
way the school tax rate vote went
last Saturday.

Although less than a fourth of
the qualified voters took the trou-
ble to go to the polls, the major-
ity’s endorsement was gratifying
to the Board and administration
and means that this county will
continue to maintain the high
standards of their school.

For one thing the teachers will
all receive the $810 raise recently
voted by the Legislature. Eldorado
was already paying $600 above the
old state schedule, and now they
will be $600 above the new sche-
dule.

And the gymnasium will be re-
paired as soon as they can get a
contractor on the job.

The new school tax rate will be
$1.25 for maintenance, and 50c¢ for
bonds—making a total of $1.75, as
compared with $1.50 last year.

CONTRACTS LET
FOR THREE LOCAL
HIGHWAY JOBS

The Texas Highway Department
has let contract for three ranch-io-
market jobs in Schleicher county.
The contract went to the Ford Al-
len Consiruction Co., of Sonora
who submitted a low bid of $178,-
707.

Construction will get under way
early in Septmeber and the three
jobs are expected to take about 120
working days, according to J. A.
Snell, district engineer at San
Angelo. Robert A. McCulloch, resi-
dent engineer at Sonora, will be
in. active charge of the projects
while they are under construction.

The three jobs are:

(1) A 3-mile extension of the
Bailey Ranch road which now ends
10% miles southwest of Eldorado.

(2) Six miles of construction to
close the gap in the Reynolds loop,
from H. A. Belk’s on west and
around to the Otto Sauer -corner.

(3) One-half mile in the city,
bringing the Mertzon highway into
town on a new route.

Today, Thursday, is the final day
Texans make purchases without
feeling the pinch of the new state
general sales tax which was passed
a few weeks ago by the Legislature
as pincipal means of retiring the
state deficit and allowing for the
$810 a year pay raise for teachers,
now going into effect.

A lot of confusion is in store
for both buyers and sellers. The
tax is a 2% levy on retail sales,
with a number of exemptions. The ;
state comptroller’s office has been
busy issuing rulings ever since tne
tax was passed, and will probably
continue doing so for a consider-
able time in the future.

Food purchased for home con-
sumption in the grocery store wiil
be exempt, but every homemaker
and every grocer knows that many
items now purchased in super
markets are not food and thus wiil
come under the tax. Sales over 2%
cents will be taxable on such
things as household articles, deter-
gents, candy and chewing gum,
bottled and canned drinks, diluted
fruit juices and powders.

Farmers wiil not pay the tax on
seed and fertilizer, but you will if
you want to use such items on

Outer clothing and work clothing
costing $10 or less will be exempt,
but the exemption will not apply
to socks, neckties, ete.

: Actually, Texas has had select-
ive sales taxes for a number of
years on such things as radios and
television sets and parts, as well
as air conditioners and cosmetics.

'Also cigarettes and gasoline. The

new tax system will take in a much

wider area.

Because most businesses in a
town the size of Eldorado _are
proprietorships, the merchants are
not looking forward to the extra
bookkeeping involved.

Merchants are asking most for
patience on the part of the shop-
per. When the housewife takes her
shopping crat to. the check-out
counter in the grocery store, the
taxable items will have to be
checked out separately from the
non-taxable. You will not pay a
tax on meat you buy, or vegetables
or fruit, but you will on a tube
of toothpaste or a bottle of shoe
polish, or a roll of paper towels.

When the man of the house
takes the family car to the service
station for a wash, grease, and oil
change, the tax will apply to the
oil and grease but not to the labor.
If the car is taken to a garage for
service, the parts used will be
taxed, but again the labor will not.

The tax will be added to utility
pills. Here in Eldorado, the city
office and West Texas Utilities will
add it when they do the billing
each month.

Members of the Southwest Texas
Electric Co-Op will be required to
add the tax when they read their
meters each month, beginning with
this coming month’s reading.

What will the tax cost the aver-
age family? Each $1,000 spent dur-
ing the year on taxable items
means a tax payment of $20, and
estimates are that it will cost the
wage earner and his family $30
to $80 per year. >

A spokesman for the building
industry estimates that the new
tax will add $125 to the cost of
the average $12,000 house.

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School Year Starts
With Assembly Monday

The 1961-62 school session start-
ed off with a full auditorium, and
a few standing in the hall and
doors of the auitorium, at the
assembly Monday morning.

Program consisted of: presenta-
tion of colors; group singing of
“America” directed by Mrs. Teele
and accompanied by Judy Hext;
invocation by C. M. Nyquist; intro-
uction of platform guests by A.
M. Whitis; P-TA welcome by Mrs.
M. H. Woodward; address by Mr.
Whitis; announcements by school
principals; dismissal by Judy Hext
leading The Lord’s Prayer.

Platform guests were: Mrs. M.
H. Woodward, representing P-TA;
Henry Moore, Sam Henderson, and
Joe M. Christian, representing the
school board; Mrs. Oliver Teele,
song director, accompanied by
Judy Hext; Rev. C. M. Nyquist,
who gave the invocation; and C. T.
Humphries, Frank Kemble, and A.
M. Whitis, the administrators of
the school.

Supt. Whitis stated that we have
39 teachers with 35 of these being
class room teachers and represent-
ing 500 years of total teaching
experience; two secretaries; three
fulltime employees in the cafeteria
with four part-time helpers; four
janitors and eight bus drivers.

He also stated we have 666 white
children and 23 colored with a
total of 689. Our average daily
attendance was 618.98 last year
and we average 19 students for
each class room teacher.

Mrs. Woodward spoke for P-TA,
stating their goals. Membership
fee was raised from 50c for each
member to $1, to help raise funds
for the scholarship given each
year to the deserving graduating
student who plans to go into the
teaching field to help encourage
teaching as a profession.

She also stated that P-TA has
changed their meeting time from
the 3rd Tuesday to the 4th Mon-
day of each month. Their first
meeting will be an ice cream social
on the court house lawn Sept. 25.

Supt. Whitis introduced the new
teachers. They are as follows: Mrs.
Peyton Cain, grade; Douglas Jung,
asssitant coach, science, and PE;
Raymond Mittel, an Eldorado grad-
uate, history; Miss Marylu Ray,
Commercial and English; and Mrs.
Susan Steel, second grade.

Supt. Whitis gave this as his
thought for the year. Let each of
us meditate for a minute. “If a

friend of yours gave you a dime
for every kind deed you did, or
kind word of encouragement you
gave and took from you a nickle
for every ‘'unkind deed or word of
discouragement you said, would
you -be RICH or POOR?”

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Austin.—Governor Price Daniel,
pointing to the record of most}

_ other states that have a generali

sales tax, warns Texans that with-!
out concerted efforts to shave state |
spending the Texas tax could grow |
to three or four percent in the
future. :

More than that, he said, unless
there is “prudent economy and re-
organization of state funds and
services,” a state income tax might
become law.

To make his point, Governor Dan-
iel reported that two-thirds of the
34 states that have general sales
taxes have increased the rate to
three per cent or more, and there
are now four states charging a
four per cent sales tax.

He again made clear his dislike
for the two per cent Texas tax,
but added:

“So much for the good and bad
which will result from the new
tax bill. On September 1 it will
be the law of our state, and as long
as the law is in effect, it behooves
all of us, whether we like it or
not, to cooperate in its enforce-
ment. This I shall do, and I be-
lieve every good citizen will do
likewise.”

Meanwhile State Comptroller
Robert S. Calvert is being swamp-
ed with questions about the new
tax. After checking with other
states which have pioneered in
this field he has become reconciled
to the likelihood that confusion
will reign for some time to come.
A spokesman for his office pointed
out that “California and Ilinois
got a sales tax in 1933, and they're
still issuing rulings.”

The Texas Research League has
noted that the tax bill exempts
sales of animals ordinarily eaten
by humans. Also feed for such ani-
mals. Exempt too are seeds and
plants edible by humans and rais-
ed for sale, fungicides and insect-
icides for such plants, and fert-
ilizer used on lands where such
food is grown.

But the researchers

say  this

exemption would not apply to tro-
pical fish, grass seed and fertilizes

for lawns and rose bushes.

More Work For Next Sessicn

Governor Daniel has found seve-
ral more items to be submitted to
the next special session of the
Legislature. He plans to call the
lawmakers back to Austin again
before the end of the year.

Daniel’s expanding package now
includes mainteanance funds for
farm roads, loan shark control,
municipal annexation, tourist at-
traction, lobbyist controls, adding
banks to the abandoned property
seizure law, improved law enforce-
ment measures, and action on juv-
enile crime.

“As long as Texas continues to
grow,” he said, “there will be
more problems to solve, but there
are some which should not be
delayed. It will be my aim to meet
the ‘most urgent of these later this
year or in January of next year.”

Governor Daniel vetoed the sec-
ond year appropriation of $15 mil-
lion for construction of new farm-
to-market roads, in an effort to
free these funds for maintenance.
The $15 million for this purpose
for the first year of the new
biennium was not affected.

A law passed in 1949 provides
for the use of this yearly amount
for new construction. But the Gov-
ernor insists, “It is just as import-
ant to maintain our vast and im
portant 33,000 mile farm road sys-
tem as it is to build new roads.
Maintenance costs, now amounting
to $18 million annually, are taken
from the basic intrastate highway
fund which is the poorest of ail
department programs.”

Blue Law Confusion

Under the new Texas “Blue
Law,” shopping for certain items
¢n Saturday or Sunday may prove
a chore.

The law that started out as a
device to hit the discount houses
operating on Sunday was changed
to include Saturday as an alternate
because the lawmakers felt a
straight Sunday closing law might
appear discriminatory to some
religious groups who observe the
Sabbath on other days.

Included in the list of items
merchants are not allowed to sell
on one of the two week end days
are lawn mowers, toys, motor ve-
hicles, clothing furniture, kitchen
utensils, air conditioners, home
appliances, jewelry, cameras, rad-
ios and television sets.

The law has teeth—a fine of
$100 is provided for the first con-
viction, going up to $500 and six
months in jail for subsequent con-
victions.

Selling Texas Is Big Job

The State Industrial Commis-
sion, given $100,000 by the Legis-
lature and charged with the duty
of selling Texas as the place for
industries to locate, faces a chal-
lenge. :

Chairman E. B. Germany told
the commission, “It is a challenge
to make that $100,000 do what it
is supposed to do even though it is
not enough to do what we want
to do.”

Executive Director Walter Dick-
erson reported 3,000 copies- of a
brochure entitled “Texas A Stra-
tegic Location” havz been printed.
Brochure will be distributed to a
“very carefully selected group of
people who have responsibility for
making decisions,” says Dickerson.

He appealed to Texas cities to
contribute information for the
commission’s industrial surveys.
Such information would be kept on
file for the use of industrialists
considering Texas sites. This would
make it possible for industrialists
to choose an area without it being
known in advance.

Athletics Not Self-Supporting

State colleges and university
athletic programs, with few excep-
tions, are not self-supporting, says
State Auditor C. H. Cavness.

He made the statement in con-
nection with a report on the opera-
tions of Sul Ross State College at
Alpine where the athletic program
showed a $26,357 loss for the year.
Income was $56,245, while ex-
penditures amounted to $80,136.

Cavness noted that athletic scho-
larships and coaching salaries have
been paid from educational and
general funds.

Labor Day Traffic Dangerous

Governor Daniel has called for
an all-out effort to make this La-
bor Day week end the safest ever
recorded in Texas.

He has issued a special appeal
to sheriffs and police chiefs across
the state to join with the Texas
Department of Public Safety in a
special emphasis program designed
to remove law violators from the
highways.

Statistics indicate most fatal
accidents involve at least one vio-
lation of the law, with excessive
speed and driving while drinking
the leading causative factors.

Col. Homer Garrison Jr., DPS
Director, earlier announced that
some 150 extra patrolmen from
the department’s other uniformed
services will join the regular High-
way Patrol force for the three-day
holiday during which, it is pre-
dicted, 30 Texans will be killed
in traffie crashes.

NO SINGING SUNDAY

As result of the recent regular
and special sessions of the state
Legislature, Texas for the first
time in its history has a general
sales tax. The pinch will be felt
by the housewife when she shops,
the businessman when he steps out
for lunch at a cafe, and the school
boy who buys a dollar’s worth of
school supplies.

The recent Legislative sessions
pointed out the undue influence of
the third house, the lobbyists for
the special interests who went all
out to back measures which avoid-
<d new taxes for their clients.

As a result, Texas now has in
addition to the sales tax a token
tax on natural gas which will take
in only $3 million a year, a
watered-down version of the gov-
ernor’s escheat bill for abandoned
property, and a worked over fran-
chise law. Also, Texas remains one
of the states without a corporate
income tax.

We doubt that the sales tax will
prove to be the cure-all to the
state’s financial dilemma which its
most ardent promoters claimed for
1t during the recent special Legis-
lative sessions. Other states which
have had the sales tax for years
still have financial problems.

Governor Daniel 1is already
warning that the 2% levy may be
inadequate in the future and have
to be raised, or the lead of other
states followed in adoption of a
state income tax.

It all points to the biggest free-
for-all in years when the First
Democratic Primary comes up
next May. Every state office from
Governor down is apt to have can-
didates representing the liberal
and conservative wings of the
Democratic party.

By then Texans will have had a
generous taste of the new tax, and
every one of the State Senators
and State Representatives who vo-
ted for it will be a sitting duck.

It seems that when any gov-
erning body goes into a major new
field of taxation, it amounts to
getting one foot in the door.

Many states adopted the sales
tax back in the days of the Great
Depression, at which time they
started out with a tax rate of a
fraction of 1%. Subsequently they
raised the rate to 1%, and then
to as high as today’s 4% which is
levied by four states. And many
sales tax states also adopted a state
income tax.

The men who were serving in
the Congress of the United States
back in 1913 when the income tax
amendment was passed could not
have foreseen that that tax would
grow to today’s proportions. (For
many years after 1913 it was con-
sidered a mark of distinction to
pay an income tax at all.)
